Guribaldi would allow the free transport of the
wounded, with their arms, bugguge, und colors to
Messing or Naples, they would go.

“ Garibaldi snswered very frankly that his work
was fo make g united and independent Italy ; that the
capture of Palermo was only the beginning; that he
needed to carry it on, as many arme aud na few
enemics as possible; that, consequently, he could not
deprive himself of the former, or allow the latter to
reéuforce Naples or Messinn, places which he intended
soon to uttack, However, he did not desire either to
exterminate or to humiliste the soldiers who had
shown go much bruvery against him, and so he pro-
posed the complete abundonment of the city and forts
without any humiliating demoutrations, and that their
yarrigong be stationed in the interior of the ialand
until the end of the war.

“ Letizia of course conld not accept these conditions
withont consulting Lanza.  And he too could not give
up Palermo, all Bicily, and an army of 25,000 men
withont rendering a better excuse to the King, his
master, Nor could Franeis 1T ratify such acppitulation,
until forced to it by further disusters.  Siill, all things
considered, Garibaldi would have failed to complete
his victory had be nsked less.

THE BOMBARDMENT OF PALERMO.

T'he London Times of the Sth inst, has a letter from
Pulermo, dated May 27, covering an entire page,
From this we extruct what particularly refers to the
bombardment of the city, and the entrunce of Gari-
baldi:

It is 2 p. oo, and 1 am writing to you with the bomb
shelle fJying sbove my head throngh the air. When
the lunding of Garibaldi produced the first fit of terror
at Naples, the youthful Bourbon sent to his brave fleet,
concentrated in the bay of Palermo, the order to bow-
bard his foithful Palermituns, sud redues their town to
ushies if they should dare to rise inst his paternal
authority. The Pulermitane had been treated once
already in this paternal munper by the illastrious fatber
of the ut eovereign, who, as you remember,
figures in history as King Bomba, for having given
these souvenirs of his love to every large town of his
kingdom, Whoever hna been in a sown which is
bombarded, will tell vou thut it is very unplessant,
especinlly if you have not got the means of answering
in'n condign munner, vet Palermo has risen this
worning,  Yesterday an official bulletin of the Gov-
ernment snnounced to the Palermituns that Garibuldi's
defented bands were flying in the direction of Cor-
leone, followed by the victorious troops of the King:
+hat the bands which bad joined him in Sicily were go-
ing home gradundly and tranquilly; aud that in ushort
time ull would be over.

This morning at daybreak Garibaldi appeared at the
eastern gates of Palermo, und, after a comparatively
blocdless srnggle, entered them. By 10 a. m. the
srester part of the town wus in his bands. The Ne-
apolitans were driven into a number of strong positions
round the Royal Paluce, to the south-weat of the town,
und to the north-west toward the Mole, their line of
retreut, and, not being able to do unythicg more, the
¢hips bave opened their fire, always lust remedy.
Abwost all the civilized nutions have representatives of
their leets ou the pot to witness and approve by their
presence this noble proceeding—English, French,
American, Berdinian, Austrian, wvone of them are
winting. Nuy, they hayve been kind exough to anchor
in & wiy which muy not hinder the movements of the
brave Neapolitan fleet. It was, indeed, reported yes-
terday afteernoon in the chmp of Garibaldi thar the
British Admiral had protested sguinst such a con-
tingency.
