New roads will enrieh the farmers of the State,
by opening to them $he markets of New-York and
Philadelphia; while from the fertle garden lands
of New-Jersey these citics can be supplisd with
vegetables and fruits, in greater abundance and »t
loas prices than at present. Our business nud
fraveling communities will also be greatly benefited
by the stimulating effest of two rival interests,
which, as each claims an ability to earn dividends
from their loeal truffie, will be able to look upon
the thipugh travel as an additien only to be guined
by ooncoesions in fare, and greater epeed. Indeed,
one of the parties interested in a through railroad
route, upder one management, bas already sigui-
fied its willingness to carry passengers at sbout
one-third less thau the present fure, sud to ocoupy
but about three hours in the transit.

The developments referred to ss having been
made through the oction of the last Legislature,
are seen in the diminished respect paid to exclu-
givo grants, and in the disposition on the part of
the Courta to set these grants aside, evinced in the
recent deoisions by the Chancellor. Let these
decisions be fully establisbed as the low, and
carried out in practice, aed prosperity and pro.
gress must become the distioguishing festures of
New-Jersey.

helplessness. Under the preasure of the fear of
Garibaldi, and seeing himealf abandoned by England
and France, the King gave a Contitution and sent
an Embassy to Turin seekiog an sllianee, that the
integrity of his dominions should be guaranteed to
bim. The Queen Mother and the obnoxious Min-
isters withdrew to the fortress of Gaeta, continu-
ing to sdvise the King al the capital, and to seck
advice at Vienna. The King, upon the precedent
of his father, tried to keep the army in his hands,
togetber with the most important officials, in order
alwayatobeprepared to overthrow the Constitution.
The people remained passive in fear of a reaction-
ary movement, which would ruin all those who
might have been too enthusiastic about Liberty;
but the lower classes burned the police stations,
killed some of the most notorious police officials,
both low and high, and continue to suspect treason
on the part of the King. The army got dissatis-
fied, especially the foreign troops, well awaro that
they will soon be dissolved and sent home; thus
the grant of the Constitution satisfied nobody, and
lost its intended effect. Bombino, ns Francis LI
is picknamed, felt disappointed, and rode to the
barracks, esying, ** Children, assist me. They are
willing to expel me ! But this trick met with oo
response, and the King had to ride back aund post-

pone his plans.

On the 14th the exiles arrived at Naples from
Turin, oll but Poerio, Settembrini, Mancim, and
Scinloja, and some few others of lesser note, after
an exile of twelve years. They were enthusinsti-
cally received by the population, and all the Miuis-
ters went down to the harbor to greet them. On
the following day the Royal Guards, without their
officers—for even these are’ Liberals—rushed down
the streets shouting Viva il Re, and cutting and
wounding with their swords whoaver refused to re-
peat the shout. The demonstration, evidently in-
stigated by the King's brother, the Connt of Trani,
fai to produce a connter-revolution, the Lazza-
roni firmly believing that Garibaldi is the man of
destiny who is to get cheaper maccaroni for them.
The Ministers at onee resolved to resign unless the
King gave some pledge of his good fuith. Pressed
by them, Trombino rode to the barracks and ordered
the troops to take the oath of allegiance to the King
and obedience to the Constitution. But when the
officers of the fleet had to take the same oath, they
added the clause: not to fight against Italians,
The Ministers remained in office, the Royal Guards
in the barracks, openly shouting their Vivas for the
Count of Trani and the Queen Maria Theress, while
the portraits and proclamations of Garibaldi are
hawked sbout in all the streets, the returned ex-
iles speak of Vietor Emanuel, aud the eonfusion is
igprensing from day to day.

Under such cireumstances, it is quite natural that
nothing is done for the reconquest of Sicily, aud
that Garibaldi has had plenty of time for organizing
his troops, and for maturing his ulterior plans. The
expeditions of Medici, Melenehing, Cosenz, Siecoli,
Lange, Sacchi, and Pellegrini, have inerensed his
armwy of volunteers to about 15,000 picked men,
while the Sicilian levies amount to about 10,000
men, Al this army is of course not drilled, but the
confidence i Garibaldi and the patriotism of the
young men make them formidable to the Neapoli-
tans, who seem to be so entirely paralyzed and hor-
ror-struck, that, according to the telograph of to-
day, the fortresses of Melazzo, Messing, Syracuse,

Italy, the Government at Turin will gend down a
Governor-General, regular aﬂ isons, generals, and
officials; that diplomacy wi to work to prevent
the Dictator from I.uuling on the eoast of Naples,
and try to stop his revolutionary career.

Thee Count Cavour, on the other wide, upbraided

France Garibaldi has looked upon the Count as
upon an enemy. He corresponas direet with the
Kiuvg, and does not wish to come into contuet with
the Mimster. Now should he suceced in subdu-
ing Noples, he will become the most impurtant
wan in Ialy, and might vasily dietate terms to
Yietor Emanuel, such s might jeopardize the
French Alliance, without which, according  to
Count Cavour's views, Ttaly eannot as yet believe
herself safe.  The Connt wishes, therefore, to get
the annexation of Sicily accomplished a8 seon as
possible, and so much the more since such 8 politi-
eal fisct would at once put an end to the Napolitan
Alliance pressed upon Sardinia by the united di-
plomacy of Englan Franee, Prossia and Russia,

It was with this view that La Faring, the Sicil-
ian refugee, a personal friend of Cavour, was sent
to Palermo, o induce Garibaldi to hasten the an-
pexation. Having failed to persuade the Dictator
in this respect, La Farioa raised such an opposition
sainst Garibadi's Ministry, and in favor of prompt
annexation, that one Minisserial crisis suceceded
thee other, until Garibaldi, tired out by these in-
trigues, sent the cunning politician off to Genoa,
At the same time, however, in order to show his
loyal attachment to Vietor Emunuel, he requested
the King to send Depretis, a member of the Parlia-
mentary Opposition, to Sicily, there to fill Garibal-
di'es place 5uliug his abeence oo military expedi-
tions., Cavour showed much patriotism on this o2-
eaxion, and without regard to the political opinions
of Pepretis, came at once to.terms with him about
the line of policy to be adopted in Sicily for the
common interest of Italy.  Now that the political
question is thus arranged, and Sicily evaquated by
the Neapoliton troops, we may, within the shortest
time, hear of Garibaldi's descent upon the Neapoli-
itan cosst.  Thero is no doubt that, should he sue-
eeed iu landing in the Bay of Naples, the throne of
Bombine would break down without serious re-
sistance, .
