DR. CHEEVER IN LONDON.

On the lst inst, that being the anuiversary of the
West-Inais Emancipation, a public meeting was held
in Loudon. The Rev. T. E. Tuoresoy, the minister of
Spufielos Chupel, presided, and, after stating the order
of businese, euid he bad pecaliar pleasure ivintroduciog
to fhe meeting the Rev. Dr. George B. Cheever of
New-York, to whom an address of welcome w En-
gland had beén presented in the former part of the day
by the London Emancipation Committes.
