Mr. Martin'e pleueant nairative began witb the ex*

pn-r t-i-ion of eurpriee i-.t his reception, ar.d at tbe iotcr-
ist everywbere manifested in his recent performance.
He had been aeked many and minute queationB whicb
be wa* not wholly prt-pared to aoxwer, conoerning
niaUere whieh he dc-emed of very little importan. e.

Moet often he wae asked vhy he rowed from Boston
to New-York.
