ant! Republican factions, after long and anxious
deliberation, have decided to make the most ve-
hement exertions to earry the State of New-York
for their piebald ticket. Desperate as the chance
of doing thin in, they feel that they have no other,
In sll the Nerth-Weet, their sole chance isin In-
diana, which they must carry by over Ten Thou-
sand in October to give them s fair chance for the
Electors in November, gince the Bright and Breck-
inridge men cannot be made to give & hearty sup-
port to the Douglus Electors, while the Douglas
men obstinately refuse to divide the ticket, alleg-
ing that they would lose more than they would
gain by so doing. New-Englard is unanimously
ngainst them; the Demoeracy of Pennsylvania is
bupelessly distracted; whilethe distracted, agitated
South, now likely to be about equally divided in
its Electoral Colleges between Bell and Breckin-
ridge, aff.rds no such base of operations as when
virtually concentrated on Buchansn and Breckia-
ndge four years ago. There ia in fact but one
chauce of beativg Lincolu—that of earrying New-

Hom ogenousness of political principles is by no
means & oharscteristie of Delaware,  The
diminutive size of tke Diamond State is no bar to
the enjoyment of as diverse views and opin.
ione upon the part of ber citizens as are in-
dulged in by her more formidable sisters. She con-
widers it ber prarogative to give expreasion, through
ber sovereigns, to a variety of sentiments, and to
allow all shades of political differences. Availing
herself of this right, her political affairs have com-
plicated themselves to such an extent that they sra
now in a general snarl, and there appears to bea
morbid propensity on the part of the leadera to
multiply parties ad infinitum, in order that all
tastes may be gratified.

The Douglasites, that they might be in the fash-
ion, held s Btate Conveotion on the 23th ult.,
placed a ticket in the field, embracing Electors and
Representative to Congress, and expressed a pur-
pose to organize their forces throughout the State,
and thereby defest the other wing of Democraey—
an ohject whieh, from their numbers, they are per-
feetly able to accomplish. This move, scarcely
anticipated by the Breckinridge men, who have a
full ticket also before the peopls, will widen the
breach in the Delaware Democeracy, and serve to
rerder the vietory more sure for the People's
cand date for Repreeentative, Such must neces-
sarily be the result of the division.
