SPEECH OF HENRY B, STANTON.

The Republicans of Brooklyn held a rousing moet-
ing Yust eveniog, at the Wigwam in Fulton avoune, to
listen to speeches by Joseph Hoxie snd the Hon, Henry
B. Stapton. In his speect, Mr. STastos, whils dis-
cusring the policy of the varlons p-litical parties ia re-
gurd to Slavery in the Tarritorises, spoke of the opin-
jons of Goy.

the Upion, He and his followers, therefore, whol'y
jguore this doctrine, sud silect to depracste thia dis-
cussion,  Mr. Duooglus, nutorally more frank and
andacions than  his  wily, oily colleague, de-
uies the constitnionality of Congresdional in-
hibition, & point which Gov. Hant bhas not
yet renched, wnd like him, feigos to d-_rl.)re the nyi-
tu'ion of the subject us pern{riona. [ will not stop to
point to the ludierons inconsisteacy of these loquacions
gentlemen, in denonncing agitation apon this theme,
while they re running about the conntry, nod agita-
ting it befne every gnthering, bg and liwle, woi b
thiey can ivdace to listen to them.
