Thes ** American
goacops acting but elowly even when finaly ground,
they have not been received into favor us rapidly s if
their virtnes were easily seen by uochemical farmers,
We know of one firm who eold sbout fifty tuus of
this gnavo to their cnmomers last yoar, bat not a
pound hue been ordered this season, although these
wiue parties have renewed their orders for Pernvisa
pusno, Mr, Carpenter ststed recently at the Farmors'
Club in this city that American goaoo had faled to
prodnce uoy effect npon lde land; sod nomerons other
fnstances might be wadnead to show that the affect of
tris fertilizer, wlthough poseibly it might be great
mn the leng run, wae not easily recognizable in oue
senon.

We, too, ure of the opiuion that s mixture of Pera-
visn sud Americun guanos affords & botter becaure a
mere laeting fertilizer, than Peruvisa guano alone.
The strong stimulus impa-ted to & crop by the forcing
wmmoniscul Peruvisn generally proves ruinous to the
soil. Furmers on Long Islaod and elsewhere, who
have relied on Pernvien guavo without atemptiog to
Lotter their soils by deep plowing aud thorough dllage,
aud the applieation of dried muek snd good stable
wapure, have been compelled to incresse their dosss
every year. While, perhaps, 100 pounds to the acre
would gt first give & large crop, 150 ponods were found
necesenry the second year, 170 or 200 the third, and
then perhape, the proportion rapidly inoressed. We
have been informed of & cass like this, where & market-
gardener hud impoverished his farm #0 unch that he
now bas 1o ose sbont 8O0 pounds per sere to get his
weunl crop. We know of & large whest grower in
Deluware, who formerly wsed 50 tuns per sonum of
gnuno; but discovering this impoverishment of bis soil
rapidly going on, abaudoned guano for super-phosphute
of lime, of which Le now usés & lsrge amonnt wonaal-
ly. The farmer must remember that he cun no more
get grest crope and keep up the fertility of his farm
with & stimulaut Lke gaano alove, thau he cun live snd
thrive on brandy himself. Guano must ouly be used
e 8 belp to good farming. The deep plowshars, the
caliivator, the muck-bed, nd the dung-heap, wre the
muin-staye of the furm.

But whils we advocate s mixtare of the two soriaof
guunoss, we have no idea of conuiving st the frands
now practiced in this lins. Genuine Peruvian gusno
in worth $60 per tun, the American §$30 Lo $40, und it
is not honest 10 muke farmers buy the latter under &
fules name ut the price of the former. This ls, bow-
ever, very generally practioed by the unprincipled
goano dealers of this nd other cities.

Many parsons supposs that they oan tell true from
false guano by the smell slone. In thie matrer, how-
ever, it is not at all safe to follow their voses; for if we
tnke 100 ibe. of real Peruvian, add o listle lime to it, &
lisle earbonste of smmonia, and mix them with 1,900
lva. of common yellow earth, thers will be a greater
ocer of ammonia then frowm & ton of pare guano, Noe
con we rely npon texture, slithough this is & common
test applied by purohscern.  As an instance, we quote
frm & lectare byJ €, Nesbit, a celebrated English
sgrienltnral chemist  He eays:

In fact, the sole rellible test of the value of gannom
or other commercia! fertilizars is ohemisal monlysis
The matter bas really bec me of sach uational impor
tanoe that epecial laws should be passed Lo protect cot-
eumers agsinst fraud. Every one of thess ** spacisl
munures ' thould be scld with & guaranty that it cos-
thing eo much smmouis, and 8o mach of other ingre
diepts, and, on discovery of frand, the onstomer shoald
bave smple lagul redress. In Great Britain, the grest
sgricultarsl scele ise appoint eminont chomis'a to am-
Iyze manuree for thelr members und iu this way pro-
tect them very well. Io this country, it would be well
to modify the plan to some extont.  Our farmers have
uot so much capital employed in their businsss as the
British farmers, sad hetce, instesd of their paying for
the annlysis themeelves, the expense should be borve
by the sgricultaral societics. Ths Coanecticat Society
hine already taken this important step and found great
good result therefrom.  The Beclery shounld employ &
trustwerthy chemist to acalyze, every year, ull the
virions maunres thetcome into msrket. Lot the
soalyeis be made, not ou ssmoles forwardad by the
dealers, or munnfactared especislly for nonlyeia, bat on
specimens procured by farmers themselves, sach as
ebell repregent fuirly the article that is spread npon the
fields,  Theee sumplos should be procared from dittor-
eut places, and the sume munare shoald be repaatedly
exmmined in order s tost the neiformivy and relinsility
of ite composition. Toe aualyeis should be repested
every year, eo thit all imp-ovements or deteriorations
in manufacture may be kepi pace with, The resulia
ghould be published in the organ of the Boclety, so that
all its members may be informed what are giod fer-
tilizers, snd what are trash.

Peruvisn guano has been found usefnl on ull erope.
It is, bowever, especinlly upon grain-crops thai its
effects bave been most fully tested, Oo very rich ssila,
it of course fails 1o rexuneints tbe farmers. On very
poot evile, it works mirncles; but, as before observed. iia
influence become s lees and Inge every time of its applica-
tion, when employod alone. The most economical way
of usie g this ferdlizer is a2 &n adjanot to stable maoure,
or In copjunction with such matters as ehiall snoply
the soil those conditions of vepetabls nutrition, viz.,
wlkalios, enlphates, &e., in which it is deficient. The
carbonate of smmonis reeulting from the decomposi
tion of the guano exercisee o poaerful solvent effuct
upen the woil, and bence bustoos the use of its stores of
P]&m-fﬂﬂd.

8 caustic is this fertiliver that it often destroys the
sood when careleesly spplied; hence it should be well
puiverized sud mized with twice iie balk of dry earth,
conl-usbes, plastor, or kome similsr powder, in order to
ingure equal distribution.
