Capun, wade by the Garibaidistk, shows & disposi-
tion to fight, such asthey havenot hitherlo evineed,
Sivee that stisek, sod in apite of an stiempt on
the part of Garibaldy's troops Lo preventit, a large
eouviy of prosisions fro Gadts has wiade its way
futo Capna, and the prospeet now s that this
foriress can ouly be teken by a regular siege. That
ie an operation for which the irregalar troops of
Garibaldi nre not very well adapted, aud which
way expore them to considerable linzards, 1L
may, iudeed, be  doulted  whethor Garbaldi
Lae at present the uolitary means at haod to en-
counter & streguous resistence ou the purt of the
Kirgs troope. A proclamation bas been isaued by
Witn eslling for ndditional volunteers, bhut it re-
maing to be geen to what extent the call will be
vl ctual, expeeinlly as it seeis to mpose upon the
vouunteers themeelves the cxpenses of their owo
orguoization and macch to Naples. It i uot to be
sujp posed tunt the people of the Nespolitan domine
oue wre united in osupport of Ganbaldi.
