Mr. C. N. Pigchon, t e chaplain of the Prussian Em-
bhapsy at Conetaniinople, in the last nnmber of the
Zritscknifz der Moy genlindischer Geselischaft, bag
given & very complate nocoant of Slavery in Tarkey,
iceludivg & bistorical eketch of the atiewp s to 450,184
the 8live-tinde, powe considerstions on the origin of
Slavery, the princigal provisious of the Motummedan
lsw in relation to ibe purcusse, vre, eale and smancips-
tion of eluves, and the meaus which promiss to sid ia
the entirs wholition of Slavery, We reproduce the fol-
lowing ¢ xtraots:

Faitiful sluves generally recsive the sams
trestment 88 fuithfal sarvanie amovg us, sud are very
much at schud 10 the houss, Slave-children ure usual-
Iy brougitup with tie olildren of the muater, aud gen-
erully recelve the eawe edacation.
