. THE PRESIDENT'S INTENTIONS,

The I'Mentdms not propose issuing any
procismstion concerning secession, as reporied,
because Congress will assewnble before the meet-
ing of tho Bouth Carcliva Convention, when Lis
opinions Will be communicated in the Message,
He svows himsell, however, strongly agoinst the
whole scheme, and will enlarge considorably upon
lbltf _I'niun. the integrity of which he declates it
Lis intention to maintain by every Constitutional
weans, and with a full conviction that he will be
denounced by his preseut friends at the South.

THE MOVEMENT IN SOUTH CAROLINA,

There ia no donbt that the motement in South
Carolina has sssumed unusual proportions, and
includes many who bave hitherto connseled
against precipitate action. Letters were received
fo-llay from some of the best and calmest men
in the State, not identified with politics, who say
the sentiment has penetrated all classes, and can-
not be resisted with effect by those who deplore
it, and foresee the calumities which must folliow,
uo matter how the eontroversy may terminate
now. The most potent element of safety in this
excitement is to leave the issue to the Sonthern
States which are opposed to gecession, as at
least twelve out of the fifteen are. There is al-
ready 8 strong disposition ameng them to insist
on being represented and besrd in any Couven-
tion professedly projected for the benefit of the
South, especially as Maryland, Virginia, Ken-
tucky, Tegunessee, and Missouri have to bear the
bruat of the contest, and suffer more in a day
from the Underground Railroad thau South Caro-
lina, Alabama, Georgin, and Florida have doue in
ten years,

MR, BUCHANAN'S TREATMENT.

Mr. Buchanan eomplsius bitterly of the treat.
ment be is now receiving from the South, for
whieh he bas sacrificed himself and his Adminis-
tration. And his Cobinet, including Messra,
Cobb and Thompson, both of whom are much
subdued in temper, concur in this sentiment. In
fact, the revolution has got beyond the control
of the monagers, who started it for political
effect,

No declaration from Mr. Lincoln would pro-
duce any effect at this time, while it would be
misconstrued into & craven concession, that
would demoralize his inflaence a:  President
tereafter. Prominent Southern men, now bere,
gratuitously scout this suggestion, which never
emanated -from Mr. Lineoln or his friends, but
originated in their own Northern orgsus, who
slandered and belied him through the canvass,
and provoked this excitement by their atrocious
cslumnies, The Herald, FErpress, Journal of
Commerce, and the like, are more responsible for
the present state of things, by their deliberate
misrepresentations of Mr. Liocoln, than all the
Southeru papers. They raised the ery.

CONGRESSIONAL BUSINESS,

The prospect of business for the approaching
session is discouraging. Legislation will be com-
paratively auspended, except for the ordinary ap-
propristions, and much excitement may be
anticipated. All the forbearance which Repub-
licans exhibited during the Speakership contest
will be mnecessary to bear their victory be-
comingly, in allowing the \‘M.lqui:!htll to veutilate
their defeat passionately.

~Lord Dundonsld, whose death on the 3lst ult. is
announced by the North American, wan one of the
most prominent of the English nobility. He wae
bom in 1775 At 17 he entered the navy,
where he roon distinguished bimself. In 1901 be
took & Bpanish frigate agninst great odds, and was
made Post-Captain, In 1507 he represeoted West-
minster in Purliament, but ineurred the animosity
of the Government by his radical opimions. In 1814,
on the report of the aldication, he took advantage of
the rise in stocks to eell ount, When the report was
discovered 1o be false, he was charged with originsting
it for speculitive purposes. He was tried, convicted of
fraud, sentenced to pay £1,000, stand fn the pillory,
and be imprisoned one year. The pillory pumishment
was remitted, but the Earl was expelled from Parlia-
ment, and degraded from the Order of the Bath. His
constitients bad such fuith in him that they paid his
fine by public subseription. and sent him .back to Par-
lisment. During the struggle of the roeks for inde-
pendenee be assisted them, but, on the accession of
William IV. and 2 Whig Governisent, returned to En-
gland, where he was reinstated in all his former honors.
He continued in favor on the accession of Queen Vie-
toria; in 1851 became Admiral of the White, and in
1854 Rear Admiral. Lord Dundonald was a writer of
some ability, and in 1847 published his ** Obrervutions
on Rurul Affairs;” in 1851 bis “ Notes on the Condition
of the British West India Islands,” and in 1858 bis
“Narmative of Services in the Liberwtion of Chili,
Peru, and Brazil,” in two volumes.
