SHOCKING MURDER AT EAST NEW-
YORK.
e ——r

A FARMER KILLED AND ROBBED IN HIS
BARN.

Somethme between the hours of 8 wnd 10 o'clock on
Monday night, a herrible and colid-blooded murder, for
the purpose of robbery, was comwitted near the village
of East New-York, Long Teland, npon Mr. Thomas
Collyoer, a highly respectodand well-to-do farmer, Mr.
Collyer lived sbout a mile and u half from Enst Na.w‘
York, on the dividing ridge between the Cyprees Milke
Cometery and the Ridgewood Reservoir.  On Monday
he went to New-York with & load of prodace, and re-
tnrmed late in theafternoon, with a considerable amount
of money, the proceeds of the sales of his \regma.l::ks.
His horees were put in the stable, a small building,
about oue hundred and fifiy feet to the east of his honse.
About 6 o'clock, nfter sapper, My, Collyer took
pitcher and went to thegrocery store of Mr, J. ‘l‘imu‘vy,
directly acrosa the road fron lis own hotse—which
stands back from the Cypress Hills plank-rond some
three hundred yurds—to purchase some boer.  He en-
aged in convereation at this place with n number of his

neighbors, and time passed away till it was near B
o'elock,  In {he mean thme some of !llin Inborers nnt‘;-mi
the store, and Mr. Collyer, to oblige one of them,
changed 25 bill, gi\'ingrl’lim bills of & snall denomi-
nation, #o that be could make chinge in paying another
man for & pair of boots, Indoing this, Mr. Callyor
ook from hig pocket a voll of bills—ubout £150 in
amotint—which were held in snch & manner that any
one in the store might see them,

Some one remarked: * Collyer, yon are flush to-
night.” At the same time two men, who were strang-
eri tothose in the store, went n&;o where Collyer
war standing, looked over his shonlder, and subse-
quently took ihere seats nnd carded on 4 whispered
conversation in German,  Soon after this Mr, C. bor-
owed n pitcher, had it filled with been, and re-
marking *now I mnst go home and attend to my
horses,” wont nrnyinml wis shortly after followed by
the stranger alluded to.

Mre. t?glll_n-n-, after her lusband went ont, cleared
away the supper table and sat down to sew during the
evening, expecting his retnm every moment, ns he
was in the Ehit of spending his evenings at home.
She waited for his coming nutil shout 11 o'clock, when
she went 10 the stoop and looked ot for him, but see-
fng no light in the barn she retived, very mnch worried
for fear some harm had befullen biw, but endeavoring
to think thut he had been detained, and wonld retnrn
during the night, Upon awakening in the morning she
was wneh serprised ot not 1inrlinr ier hushand in bed,
bt snpposed that he had got op before her and gone to
look ntter his horses. After making the fire and E -
waring for brenkfust, she went ont to the harn, which
1« about 200 yards from the house, to look for him.

On reaching the harn she formd the door open, and
saw & pool of blood near the threshold.  Going in she
formd the body of her husband laying in the gore. The
piteher, and irk contents nntotched, was #till standing
on & block ontside the door; the decegsod luy on his
face, with his head toward the door, aud the padlock
of the stable in his left hand. His clothes were smeared
with blood, The hair was tom from his head, the
buck part of which had been crushed in by a blow
from somme hiewyy blndgeon to such an extent that the
brain protraded,  His foce and the forepart of the
hesd were inseratehed, A few foet to the right of the
head lav & rusty sort of knife, about a foot long, which
hiad boen nude from an old sevibe; 8 part of the blade
was bloody, but it was evident that the deed had not
been commmitted with this mstroment, A black-handled
pocket-knife nmopened lay near the hody, in the blood,
