was no ook, the great obetaeles to mibrosd moking,
Bridging wis another heavy item of cost. The amomnt
of bridging would be less than in any other rond bere
or in Eurape which he had ever scen.  All the hridges
necesmary wonld not cost so wineh as the Vietoria
Bridge at Montrenl. There weas not #o mueh thober as
e wished there waus.  But the Rocky Moontains were
full of tinber which could be rafted down the ctians
pretty neatly east to the Missouri River.
