Yesterday Orzoli and Jarome met twice, and on hoth
occnsions words of & hostile churneter passed between
them, The second time was about § o'clock in the
ufternoon, st No, 216 Willam stieet, whither Larome
bud followed Mre. Hess; Orzoll being already in the
apurtment,  Orzoli nsked Lhim what he wunted, when
Larame, without replying, suddenly drew & pirtol from
hig cont pocket, and fired at Orzoli, the shot taking
effect in the bresst.  Larowe then made his escape from
the house, pnd severnl hours elupsed before his where-
shout was ascertained.

The report of the pistol and the lond sereams of Mre.
Hess soon brought the neighbors to the wpot, und
cuuged the most intense exeitement inthe vicinity, The
Fourth-Wind police were notified of the affisirand took
charge of the premices. Medical attendanee was snm-
memedd, but the precurious eondition of Orzoli precluded
tbe pewibility of bis immedinte removal.

She is
mither i good-loocking woman, was tastefolly dressed,
nnd spenke vory fust,  Her munner was indicutive of o
feet woman, and thonght very lightly of the whole
matter,

Lareme has & wild and excited appearnnce, and
might be set down for & crazy man, During the inter-
view botween the accused and the injured, many hird
worde buve pussed, but Orzoli bas never puid suy heed
to Larome's frequent threats.

PRIVATE VIEW AT THE INSTITUTE
OF FILIYE ARTS.
——

The beamiful fuce of the vew building erected to
Art by Mr, Derby, o Brond way, between Houston
and Blocoker strects, attencts the admiring gaze of the
eye, hewildered by the confnsed and overluid architec-
ture of the great thoronghfure, 1'¢ chaste and pure
expression is well in keeping with the character and
desigm of the structure.  Worthy worship of Art, €he
divivity of all the sentiments, cuvnot be fulfilled iv &
temple undistinguished fiom the shrines of sellish ador-
atiem of the Almighty Dollar. The distinction is
clearly bot modestly drawn on the surface of the new
Tustitute, snd it declares ite conseeration 1o the higher
service by 8 graceful architectnre which resists ut onee
the pressure of n narrow front and the malign influence
of sigue of golden letters o fool in length, Bromlway
bae many edifices nlong ite glittering line more impos-
ing than it, but none that impresses iself wich so natn-
rul o charm npou the posing speetator.  In a kaleido-
seope of more or lees appalling monstrositios, of size,
wiaterial, shape, and outer decoration, it is one clear
und undefuced image, May the building be sacred
forever from the rude familinrtics of the sign-board,
and molely reprowch the vulgur display of fgured
bunting snd embleaoned paper!

The good taste that elevates the external propor-
tions into n respected diguity whick their soperficial
uren docs ot give them, hae been carried inside the
Tustitute, and 0 pervades the gulleries with simple
snd Larmonious colors and lights, and unob!rusive ele-
gance of appointment, that they satisfy the most pious
devotee of the beautiful, and are sttractive and ploas-
unt, independent of the art trewsures with which they
ure filled, The muih auloon is resched by broad
stuirwny from the street, and extends direetly to Mer.
cor street. Tt is amply and well lighted by duy by
thiee shylights, srd by night eirclets of gus-jots shed &
Iugter which would show to the hest mdvantuge the
higher and lower ranges of pictures if they were all
disposed with reference to their own light and shadow.
T the present arranpement, devised, of eourse, with
some baste, the intringie brillinney of color of severnl
works ie nentialized by the near glare of gas. The fur-
niture is light and rich; the walls are covered with
green buize, o cord sustained by handsome brickets
protects the cenvas from itehing fingors, a soft carpet
deadens the tresd of feet and sectires their rev-
erence, snd conforting lounges ranged i the
center of the room invite to quiet coutemplation.

Adjoining, at the Mercer-strest end, are cozy apart-
ments for retiring purties, mnd un uleove, which varies
the symmetry of the mloon. This gullery eontains the
fundliar Duiseldorf collection, These pictures, glow-
ing with the genius of naturil study of nutural forms,
and uppenling with the aame subtle power to the sim-
plest pensibility and the peverest taste, have now for
the first timse in New-York o fair exhibition.
