mmuding resence whick now fixes atten-
tion, and iavolantarily secures admiration, not only
at Washington, but wherever it may appear among
e fellows. Talent mwakes way for medioerity.
* Ihat ie the little man who defeated Speaker
* Penuington,"” will be the remark at Washington.
“ But what else can he do’ ™ The answer will be,
* Nothing ' "
The pluin truth is that every modern appliance of
money and intimidation were coucentroted on the
«flort to defent Mr. Pennington.  The corruption
fand st Washington was drawn upon {o ssaist. A
noted operntor for Mr. Buchausn in that liee,
declured beiore the election thut ** NewJerwey was
“ fixed-—eunington will be defeated.”  He was to
be struck down asa peace-offering to those at the
South who buy Northern manufactures, The defeat
of %0 shining a mark wonld establish the loyalty of
the constituency that compussed it.  Newark was
to be - desolation o he succecded,  Yet Essex
County gave him » majority of 632, 1t wie Hudeon
Qeunty, on the skirt of New-York, that gave =00
mint‘t him. The roughs of your eity must have
woted twice that day.  But New-Jersoy will koo
uire s Senstor at Washington, and who wnoug
us is better fitted to dignily us before the nation
than Willinm Pennington?

1t appears that  New-Jersey  manufactures
have not been tuboced by our Sonthern brethron.
Verily, berein the dovghfuces have their reward,
This exemption from the geveral ostracism i prob.
ably owing to the faet of Lincoln earrying only
feur-sevenths of the Electors.  Had sbe goue the
whale ticket, hier exclusion would buve been a8 com-

lete s ber victory, The little leaven of three
rhuginn men has been sulficient to leasen the whole
State, at least io Southern estimation,  Yet the Int-
ter imputes to us n lurge infusion of fosailifirons
conservatism touching the Fugitive Slave law,
though Judge Duyton fought it vehemently and most
ably i its progress throngh the Senate, predicting,
with statesmaulike wisdom, the verny conscquences
at the Nerth which have sinee attended not ouly the
allempt to execute ity but e mere exiEtoloe a8 a
law. All bis ubternncss st the tune have sioes be-
eome bistorieal.  No legielation hus ever been had
@ New-Jersey hostile to this law, a& sll vur laws iu
welntion to the return of fugitives were ol previons
enactment. A slaveholder mar bring bis ehattel
mto this State, keop hin here six months, e
take him back te bondng The law exprissly
gives himn thix right, suljoct to the risk of the ehat-
el using his legs in making tracks wherever he
pleascs,  OF latier vears s rish & 50 ereat that
fow or none are brought bheve.  The law of 1846
cuptures a slave under warmnt issued by o magis-
trate on with of the elnimant, and secnivs a trinl
before the magistrate,  Qu this triad the elaimant (s
wot perwitted to testify, nor any other parts in in-
terert.  Either party may elaim the teal to be by
Jury, A violation of the set ineurs o penalty of
£1,000 and two years' imprisotiment, or both.  But
arrests of fugitives in New-Jersey ame of rare oceur-
rence, beeause this = renlly o thoronghtare State,
all who come into it making haste to ot out of it
Up to 15560, the Btate wis full of fugitives, who had
been quictly domieiled in various towns, where
wauy of them bed acquired bouses and louds,
reared families, and were living prosperous and
peaceful lives, But the sanguinary law ol that
year broke up hundreds of these peacotial homes,
and drove therr owners at 8 moment's notiee off to
Canada. T saw many of the dislressing events
which this Iaw occawioned. The danger came so
suddenly that the stampede to eseape frum it wasin
many cuses runous.  House nod lot, with house-
held goode, with cow and pig, were hastily wold st
half-price, while, in other cases, money was bor-
rewed to get ot of hurm's way.  But New-Jorsey
Jaw securce to the fugitive the inestimuble right of
trial by Jury. Public sentiment Lng been wducated
40 50 high o standard in relation to the rights of
man, within the past ten years, that any case now
to be adjndicated wonld ondergo a searching ordeal.
With thie right of Jury trisl o our statate book,
the wonder is that New-Jemsey finds so mueh favor
in the eyes of the South,

eolore.””  The Harlem road has tuken one step in the
right direction.  Let it be followed up. 1t lina begun
to exhibit a light-creen eolor upon its freight cam,
which we understand is to be applied to sl ss fast o
circumetunces will permit.  But why not apply the
wime color to passenger cars, o that that rond woulil
Lave bt one color? and then ita trains could alwaye
be readily distinguished at this end from the New-
Haven traing, and at the other end from the cars on
the Western road, the State Line and Hndson rad,
the Hudson River roud, and the New-York Central
road, with all of which they oome in contuct.

Then, if the New-Haven Rond will ndopt another
color, it would prove & great convenienee in our streets
in designating the earm of one read from the ather.

Now, there is probably not u day passcs without n
dozen mistukes ocenring from perons taking the wrong
catv, People see from the side sreets cars prasing, and
hurry np to eatch the list chunceon the truin, and often
get on, und sometimes oul of town, befors they dis-
cover thut they are in the wrong cars.  Colors for wch
roud would be just as convenient ae they are on the
city ronds, like thow of the Third und Fourth avennes,
which run part of their routes on the same rails,

It would require & very lurge enm of money to in-
duee the President of the Thind-aveoue Ruilroud to
give up the fixed ved eolor of his cars, by which they
wre w0 vasily identified.

If steam trwstion roads wonld adopt the same fixed
plan about color, the convenience would be manifest at
once. Tuke New-Huven, Hartford, and Springficld
for examples, where the eurs of gevernl ronds run into
the same station-house together. How diffienlt now to
distinguish one from the other withont stopping to read
their lettered namor,

How much wore dificalt to direct u person from
your house how to be sire of getting on the right truin.
How easy it would beeven inthat subterranean hole wt
New-Haven, which ought to e indicted e s city nui-
winee, to say, ** White curs for Hartford, Springlield,
and Boston: red cam for Saybrook, New-London, aad

Ts it not easy to wee the advantage of being uble thus
1o designute by colore I It wonld be particulurly so ut
Sprinfield, where the utmost vigilanee is necessary to
prevent being carvied off en the wrong train, It would
wive o deal of imconvenience in this city, st Forty-
spcond mrect, where New-Haven snd Haclem trains
are wude np every day, not o mitintes npurt.
