THE STATE OF EUROPE.

‘Oariboldi left Naples without seeking and with-
out accepting any reward, but wounded at the
evident plensure felt by Government at his de-
parture, and at the official haste to get rid of
the volunteers, or to transform them into regu.
lr soldiers. Tt was of conrse the dingerons
elasses only of seciety in Upper Italy, wha had
rallied around fthe bero; the revolutionists, the dis.
appointed opposition,  the adventurers, und all
those who do mot believe in Cavour and Napo-
leer. Their #uccess bar surrounded them with
& balo, and has bightened their importanee; the
Piedmontese Hureaueracy feel, therefore, instine-
tively, that they eannot make friends with them.
Accordingly tha organization of Garibaldi’s
army is to be broken, and, as far as possible,
absorbed in the vegular army, or to dissolve itself
at home. The revolotionary element has done
Jita work, and the conservative forces must finish
t S8till, even when the tempest has ceased, the
waves remain long after agitated, and after
a commotion like that of the lust six monthe the
spirit of men refuses to return info immadiate
quiet. 8o lovg ae Garibaldi was at Naples, the up-
per classes saw ouly the blunders of his administra-
tion, and desired angiously the most complete an-
peastion to Sardivia nnd to the Upper Kingdom;
pew thut he has retired so the islad of Caprera,
everybody feels the void left by his ahsence.  Ttaly
fiels ashamed of the Dgratitude with which her
greatest citizen has apparently been treated, his
magnanimity rendering the part of the Governmest
still mare odious,  Count Cavonr understands this
position eompletely; he knows that Garibaldi's
ige 8 vow all-powerful; that ot any mo-
ment he might mwke o revolution f  the
Governmest  #hould give up  the plin of
the most complete nnion of Italv.  He therefore
dﬂ:ims ?'n]t:-iugr :mml- lsrﬁ--ml_\' than to prevent
ibility of Garibaldi’ to power, At
L'Ip::llw r':,-uh.

Now thal
Garibaldi baw Jeft Naples and his army is dishand-
ing, Na v is willing to deelire that the oceupa-
tion of Rome by the French eannot longer D
continged, and that the Pope must look 10 his own
defense, without the aid of foreignere, Victor Eman-
uel being quite willing to undertake the adminis-
tration of the eountry, scknowledging tha sovervign
rights of the Pope, and paying him a most muuificent
civil list. 1t is soid that the French ocecupation
will not be extended beyond the present year, or, ai
suy rate, beyond Spring.  Thus the Pope will have
ro ofber witeruotive, but either to leave Rowe, or to
become n geusioner of the King of Italy, It ro-
mame to be seen whether, this policy, o refation
both to Venetia and Rome, can be eartied out—
whether Italmn unity is sufficiently comeuted by the
blood wlresdy shed, or whether soother great
struggle is still in store fur the nation, which way
extend weross the Adnatic by the shares of Dal-
matia to Huvgnry,

As to Garibaldi hinaelf, we hear that when he
arrived ot hie island, be was the first of the crew 1o
step on shore, and wos surprised to see the ehanges
which bad becu made in his wildopoess,  Treecs
had been planted, ronds built, fences erected, and
lund tilled, where he had left only rocks and
ancultivated ficlde.  In the place of bis log house he
found an elogopt villa, simply but tastefully fur-
nished, the etabli v stocked with eattle, and a gar-
den surrourding the buildings, Without the knowl-
edge of the Thetatar, the King had given orders: to
beautity the honse of his friend while he was fight-
ang in Noplos, swd conquering o kingdom.  In the
diving-room Garibaldi fouud the portruit of the
King, with the inseription, ** Vietor Eianuel to
hie friend Garibpddi,” Asit is one of the semi-official
popers of Turin witich tel's this pleasant story, 1
eannct doubt jf= trutl.

“On Wednesdny evening the greatest hopes were
entertiined of seeing this sious differenee sottled, and
it wae expected that Garilaldi would remein ot the
bead of Lis army, But on Thersday new difficulties
arcee,  Tlweday was an onhappy day.

tinie, wia considencd rather oo far up town; bat soon
itwas fouml necessary to nuke wnother move, and the
Acalany settled dows i u building of iw own in
Brosdway, oppesite 1o Bond stroet.  The pressure of
e wocn compelled (he wigruting artists to take ap
their plaster goods und wok o still higher abode, when
they whighited npoa their present elesated wpartments
on the cermwer of Founh gyvenue and Tenth strvety
Where they will prohably revuin until their permanent
home is finished in Twertyshind street.
