independent, selfesubsisting nation, shndl see fit to
sy sutbentically to the residue, ** We wanl to
wget away from you," we shall say—aud we
trust solf-respect, if not regard for the principle
of self-government, will constrain the residue of
the American people to say, “ Go!™  We never
yet bud wo poor an opinivn of ourselves or our
neighbors gs to wish to hold others in n hsted
connection with ws.  But the dissolution of a
goverument esnnot be effeeted in the time re.
“quired for knocking down & house of cards, Lot
the Cotlon States, or sny #ix or more States, say
uneguivoeally, ** We want to get out of the Union,"”
snd propose to effect their end peaceably and inof-
fensively, und we will do our best to bielp them ont

own suy. We abide by the Constitution and
Union as they are; but if they shall ever come to
e made over again, we shall insist very strenu-
ously on that condition.

The North will never be on terms of perfect
equality with the South in the Union until she
in fully resdy to look the specter Disunion square
in the face, and say to it **Come on!" While
the Union is represented and regarded ns a boon
conferred on the North by the South, we ure
inevitsbly under foot. Butlet it be now distinctly
settled that, while the Free States love and prize
the Union, they will neither bribe, nor coax, nor
entreat the Slave States to remain fuit, sod we
shall enjoy peace with freedom.

Of course, if any State, North or South, has
laws nt varisnce with the Federal Coustitution,
wo would have those laws snnulled. Dot we
protest aguinst judgment passing against a Stute
without trisl. It is perfectly ensy to make 8
caee which will involve the constitutionality of
sny State anti-kidnapping law, and have it passed
on by the Supreme Court—which is certsin o
give Slavery at lesst all its due—and that case
wight easily be mado to cover the whole ground
affirmed in all these laws. If that Court pro-
nuunces ngainst those laws, they are thenceforth
but so wueh blauk paper. And that is the frue
way to dispuse of them.

~There exists & perfect Reign of Terror at

NEW.YORK AT BAR.

“ Hns New-York a right to be o Free State?”
This grave questiou is about to be brought to
argument ot the bar of the Federal Sapreme
Court, the State of Virginia appearing as  con-
testant. The porties litigant, the times iu
which we live, the consequences impending, com-
Dine with the intrivsic nature of the question
litigated, to iovest the issue with the deepest in-
tereat,

New-York has undoubtingly elsimed and oxer-
cised the power which Virginia disputes, She
admits the Federal right of slavebolders to
reclaim their fugitive chattels who way have run
away from any Slave State and sought a refuge
on her soil, but nothing more. All other persous
found within her jurisdiction are free by lher
luws, upless they have forfeited their liberty by
erime. 8o when Jonathan Lemmon brought his
gung of alaves from Virginia to this port, in
order to ship them bence 1o Texas, our lows
declured them free, and our Couarts, up to the
very higheet, bave affirmed that freedom, Vir-
givia now cites us before the Federsl Supreme
Court, expecting there to reverse our deciaions,
und estublish the right of every slaveholder to
tuke his hunan chattels into any Free State, and
there hold them at hin convenience, provided he
purposes removing them thence to some other
Slave State, A more momentous question has
pot in our dsy been submitted to ouy legal
tribunal.

Shall New-York make her own laws? or shall
they be made for her hy Virginia and other
Staten?  Most of our readers will deem this too
plain a motter to bscome the subject of serious
controversy, So should we have thought once;
but the dicta of the Qourt in the Dred Scott

tase bave served to open our eyes, Time was
when Judges, slthough citizens of Slave States
and personally slaveholders, expounded and ap-
plied the losws of the lam!; now, too many of
them bend and twist law into sny shape that
winy scem most likely to subserve the ends and
weresso the power of Slavery,  OF the eight
Judges now composing the Supreme Court, nearly
every oue wus nomioated by a slaveholder or by
s devotee and beneficiary of the Slave Power;
four, ineluding the Chief Justice, are citizens of
Slave Stotes; the others, Judge MeLean ex-
cepted, owe their position to slaveholding pur-
tinlity, generally enrued belore it was exhibited,
If it be poesible to decide this ense ngainst New-
York and Humsn Liberty, it will be so decided.

1t 18 neccasary, therefore, ihat the array of
autlorities and of arguments on the right side of
this question shall be such ax to render an ad-
verse decigion a judieial impossibility; and to that
end we cannot doubt that our State will be wost
ubly oud influeutinlly represented in the argu-
went, in such wanner 83 to make evident that
(bis 1 no poarly question with us, but o strugele
fur the most easentiol and valued rights—for sov-
ereignty within her own  lLimita—*“to be or not
“to be” IE it be possible so to present our epse
as to preciude an adverse judgment, it should be
w0 presented, no motter at what cost,

And why should New-York stand alone in de.
fenme of rights vital to every Freo State ! We
hear that the array of counsel on the part of
Virginis will embody the whole available streagth
of the Southern bar,  Though but two or three
counsel should appear on the record or o the
court-room, no move will be made, no position
tuken, until it shall buve been considered and
approved by o strong muster of the ablest law-
yers who support the claim of Virginis.  Why,
then, should not New-England and Ohio, Penn-
#ylvunia and the North-West, be invited to pur.
ticipate in the defense of their common rights,
assided in the proceedings which eall New-York
to the bar of the Federal Court!? It seewms to
us but just to profier each the opportunity, leav-
ing them free to accept or decline it at will, Some
Slave States, even, may regard the right to make
their own  laws paramount to their desire to
wohe lawe for others, aud so be willing to unite
with New-York in the defonse of State Sover-
eignty, If o, let them be invited and welcomed
to make vur case their owo,

NECENSIONISTS IN A FOG.

Nothwithstandivg the unanimity with which
the South Carolina Convention passed the ordi.
nance purporting to dissolve the union with the
other States, the debute which immediotely fol-
lewed its passage sbundantly showed that the
members were by uo menns agreed as to the ef-
fect and operation of what they had just done,

Ex-Judge Magrath, who, in the ioterpretation
of the ordinance, might speck with the suthority
of an expert, was clearly of the opinion that the
passnge of the ordivance at once extinguished the
powers of every person within the hmits of the
State deriving antbority from the General Gov.
ervment, From the moment of the passage of
the ordinance, there were no custom-house offi-
cers, no postmssters, no light-house kecpers, ond
it was necessary for the Convention to proceed
at once to make some temporary arrangement for
reinstituting forthwith these extinet but couve.
nient and even necessary officers,

But how can we revive these extinct officera’?
asked Mr. Gregg. Just now, by our Ordinance
of Secession, we have not only extinguished the
(fficery, but the offices also. The United States
luws ne longer exist in South Carolina, There
14 no law under which tevenue cau be collected
or posteges demayded.  The whole statute law
of the United States bad vanished in a jiffy.
You must first wake laws to that end before you
cun colleet revenue or appoint Postmosters, and
to moke laws 8 nobt the business of the Conven-
tion, but of the Legislature.

Mr. Miles, late Representative in Congress,
eould not agree to this sudden extinetion of
everything which bad existed by authority of
the United States, They had got beyond the
limit of mere speculation. Confusion, anarchy,
and dissolution of Government as to matters of
daily use uud necessity were staring them in the
face, Spite of the ordinsnce they had just
puseed, things wust, for the present, remain in
stati quo,  Ships must be chartored aud letters
wust be carried aud delivered, or chaos would
ensue, Mr. ex-Senator Chesnut agroed with Mr.
Miles. He thought it would not answer to leave
things to fall into anarehy, The Couvention must
show itself us powerful to revive and create as to
overtbrow and destroy, sud unot merely tarn the
ship of state adrift, and lenve it to sbiit for
itself. Mr. Mazyck thougbt they uveed not
trouble themselves, There was nothing for o
Colleetor to do; and, 8a to the present aystem of
postal urrangements, be regarded it a8 & nuisance,
He thought the public might be much better served
by private parties. Mr. Cslhoun seemed to louk
buck with rather doubtful mind on what the
Convention bad just accomplished.  * We have

The wheels of
Governwent muet be kept  going, otherwise,
for want of proper papers, vessels leav-
ing the Stute might be in denger of con-
fiscation. In this way the debate ran on till
the Couvention took a recess to meet sgain for
the forwul sigoivg of the ordinance, the membera
appareutly os muck 1o the dark as when they be-
gun it as to what the precise effect of that iu-
strument was upon the postal serviee and the col-
leetion of duties, The subject has been referred
to & specisl  committes, The prevailing idea
seems to be to save Lhe sovercignty of the State
by conterring upon the United States officurs o
sort of State puthority to continue to obey and
aet under the suthority of the United States till
the Embaseadors seut to Washington  sball  be
able to negotiate an nrrsugement with President
Bucbausn,  But if, ns the President declares in
his message, be has no suthority exeept to en-
force the laws of the Upited States, it does not
uppenr whenee Le can derive the power to en-
tertuin sny such negotiation.

THE BORDER STATES.

Will the Border Slave States follow South
Caroling and other Cotton States in  their at-
tempted secession !

This question bas becows one of vital in.
terest to the Border States, and of some consid-
eration by the people of all portions of the
country,  And we ure glad to be able to see
many indications of the trivmph of resson apd
calm judgment over passion and prejudics sl
slupg the border. While these States, if any,
have wost reason o complain  of the North for
siding fugitive slaves—since a hundred escupe
from them where one escapes from the Cotton
States—yet here we Lave comparatively little
compluint on this score,

turbulent sud dungerous slnves, or they have
triflivg masters; wnd in cither case thoir escape
greatly contributes to the quiet and safety of
suciety,

with three of the Northern States, It will
be seen thut, while these five States expended
more than three times their grosa receipts,
therr was in the three Northern Btales o large
exeess of receipts nbove expendilures. Suoh
results cannot fail to exert & powerful infla-
inee ou the Middle States,
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Mr. Douglas has bitherto been considered s
mon of pluck. People who could not elsim for
him any other moral quality, who admitted that
pis word could not be relied on, that be had no
principles, that he was even unfaithful to his
stununchest friends, still declared with admiration
thut he had courage and persistence.  But now
he has himaelf destroyed even thia last rolie of
his prestige, Tervified by the Southern fuss and
clumor, he finally declares himself in favor of restor-
ing the Missouri line !

Acecording to the doctrine laid down by ex-
Judge Mugrath—that the passuge of the Secession
ordipance repeals at once, g0 for ne South Caro-
lina is cencerned, all the laws of the United
States—it follows, smong other results, that the
#lavetrade from Afries is now lezal in South
Caroling.  All the others of the original thirteen
States have laws of their own prohibiting the
Afriean trade, South Carclins has no such
law. She continued to legalize the traffic down
to the moment that the uet of Congress prohibite
ing, under penalties, ite further prosecution wene
into vperution.
