The securities of Bailey have jndiciopaly surren-
dered him, snd he i now comforting his friend
Russell in prison.  Great efforts aro waking to
procure bail for Russell. It has been fixed at
only hulf a million, or little mors than half the
amount of the bonds he proeured from Bailey.
The Missouri delegation have obtained about half
the sum ontside of the Distriet, and citizens here
sre subscribing the rest,  Wendell offers to go
$50,000, swearing he is worth that amount, which
will be cheerful mteligenee for soms of his
friends,

Russell oeenpics the eloivest quarters in jail,
aud receives his friends and eonfederates in ap-
propriste style. Bailey still denies having been
benefited by the robbery, but that story is now
generally distrusted.  His pretended justifieation
is that money was to have been raised on the
bonds to protect Seeretury Floyd from dishonor.
U ntil the whole matter is sifted, the connecting
links of this grand lareeny ecannot be satisfae-
torily traced: but the public may be prepored
for the same system of flagrsut perinry which
was notorious in the Covode and other investiga-
tions to prevent discovery if possible.
