To-day, Janunry 12, 1861, is Now-Year's Day
in Iussa, according to the Old Style to which
that elpire still adberes, It is » day destioed
to be lurever wemorablo as the dale of the com-
plete abohition of serfdom, the final and trinmphsl
close of the mighty movement inaugurated by the
Emperor Alexander I, in 1557, On this grent
day of emancipation, twenty millions of Rus-
sinns cense to be property and become men,
I'he Maod ond worst, the most gigantio and most
bupeful relie of burbarism that infested Europe,
enuished befors the wareh of eivilization, sud
personal liberty is deereod to all the inhabitaots
of 8 country whose area siretehies through three
quarters of the globe, snd over a seventh part
ol its habitabile surface,

Rerfilom in Russin s comparatively a modern
ipstitution, It was iotroduced by the Tartars,
who conquered wud beld the country daring the
Middle Ages, DBelore their domination, the Kession
peasant was o free man,  Townrd the end of the
sisteenth century, analtempt was mado by the
Canr to restore to the [u-u[-‘v their lost rights, bat
it was defeated by the viclent opposition of the
aristoeraey.  In the carlier part of the presont
contury the attempt was renewed by Alexander
1. and by Nicholos with the same rosalt, thoogh
Alexander sneeeeded in stopping the reduction of
free communities of peasants to slavery, aud also
prokibited the salo of serfe in the market, and
the separation of their families In many other
respecls, likewise, he regulats d sud lunited the
power of the masters,

Like all uther slaveholding nations, Tussin bas
suffered terribly from insurrections of  the wib.
Jeet race,  In the reign of Catherine, » revolt of
werfs, [-; asants and Cowacks of Ural or Oren.
burg, headed by Pugatscholf, who pretended o
b the Emperor Peter TEL, and styled himaelf
“(gar, the Avenger,"” extended wilth  hornble
excenses nearly to the gates of Moscow. Pousch-
kine, the greatest of Hussian poets, alluding to
this insureeetion, exclaims: **May God preserve
o Ruesia fram the secthing outbreak of its own
“people,” Ju 1538, partial risings took place in
the goversment of Saratoft, in which the nobles
wire burat with their houses, and the Imperial
officers thrown into the fire,

fn slmost every respeet, however, the condis
tlon of the Russian serfs was superior to that of
the American slaves.  The agricultural serfs
lived in villuges, and bad land given to them to
enltivate for their own profit, paying to their
master & cortwn  rend, sud laboring for bim on
bLis land thres days in the week. A serf wonian
marrying 8 free mun became herself free,  Mar-
ringes, however, though by law the serfs had
iberty of choice, were in praction arranged hy
the master, and could seldom be contracted with-
out his permission, If o serl man became v
by manumision, or in soy otler legal way, hia
wile also was entitled to ber freedom, The serl
could not bo forced to do oy work on Sundays,
or on the established holidays, 1o eould claim
before the tribunale w right to freedom, if his
master did not belong to  any Christinn chureh;
if 1he master had made n foreibla  ottack on the
virtue of his wife or daughter; or if be lLad been
wado o prisoner by the evemy, sud carcied be-
yond the frontiers of the empire.  He became
free, also, if legally condenmed to exile in Sibe-
vin, whero his wife, if she followed him, likewiso
awlﬂill'l[ freedoms il sold without the estate to
which he helonged, or if the buyer did not possess
ne moch lund ae the law required;  or, lustly, if
bis family were separated from him by sale,

The house serfk were cmployed not only as
servants, but as wechanics, and sometimes even
an artists and tradesmen.  The master often gave
them o passport to travel, or to reside in some
distant place, ond pursne the avocation to which
they kad been trained, in which case they paid
him & certpin part of their earnings, They wero
linble to be called bome at any time, aud were
completely dependent on the will of the master
in regard to residenee or occupation.  Runaway
sorfs were returned to the master ot the expense
of those who had barbored them,  Dut il the serfl
hod nvoided recapture for ton yoars, he was held to
be free. And the elaim of the master was not
valid unless brought forward during the first year
after the cscape.

From this outline it will be seen that tho bur-
deus borne by the Russinn serf, grievoua as they
may bave been, were wmoderate compared with
the atrocious system for tho perpetuation and
propagation of which our Americen slaveholders
are pow in rebellion against the Union. He was
uot reduced to the degrading condition of a chat-
tel; was not debarred from edueation; could not
be torn from his fumily nor his home; and eould
lawfully proteet the virtus of his wife and
doughter.  8till, his emancipation from “the
fetters, light as they were, which have hithorto
bound him, is an event which, in grandeur and
bencfieence, Lo had no equal in the anoals of
Ltumeia, except her liboration from the Tartar

yoke, and which cannot fail to impel tho empire
oaward with prodigious sbeidos in the march

of civilization ~and national power, Huoh
sn event i of itaedf wufficient to reader
1461 forever memorable in  Dbistory, It s
already s great yeor, snd it mey bocome greater,
jet, if, as is probable, the maduces of the
Fouthern slaveholders shall campel the Americon
prople in self-defense, in order to prescrve their
empire unimpaired, aud secure to themselves aud
their posterity the blessings of peaco and uaion,
to exert their unguestionnble aud irresistable
power, and sweep from e Jad at onee sod
forever that relic of barbarism to which, and to
which alone, is to be atiributed our past sod
present national troubles, The Russian Czar,
with o firm hand, regardless of the threats
of & man-owning aristoerney, has raiced fwenty
willions of serfy into freemen. The American
democracy, mightier than any Czar, can, if it
be necessary, with equally firm band, suppross
the rebellious slaveholders, and remove all cause
or pretext for future rebellions by pulting a
summary end to Blavery. :

PRAISE AND POWDER.

Some bolf dozen Bishops of the Episeopal
Chburch have lately issued pustoral letters ealling on
their vespective diveeses to offer prayers for the
preservation of the Union, on occasion of Mr,
Buchouan's fust, In these lotters the Dighops unan
imously, and apparently without concert, speak of
the preservation of the Union as identical with the
preservation of law and order,  Thus, though
ope presides in Pennsylvania, another in Con.
neeticut, another in Obio, and a fourth in Vir-
givia, they bave unconsciously set forth a load-
ing dogma of the Republican party as one equally
promivent in the Christian Chureh, no mattor
where its branches may be situated. The world
will hold them to be right.  DBut though the
prager of the righteous availeth much, we eannot
forget Cromwell’'s  memorable injunction to his
army, Wiat they should not only praiss God, but
keep their powder dry.  Ita striking antithesia
has wade it immortal. It comes up again in
the present erisis with a fresh vitality which se-
eures nniversal recoguition,  Doubtless it will bo
obeyed with ae much alacrity as aforetime. Thers
were praise and powder in the Charleston Conven-
tion, There bas been praize, apparently, at the
White House, but till within a few days » ecer-
tuin denrth of powder. Cromwell was prodi-
gal of both, and overcame everything.

Bat, though we acknowledge prayer to be in-
dispensable to the saving of individuals and na-
tions, wo nevertheless consider [mwdlrr a good
thing. It bas so far crushed every slarming re-
bellion which ever ocenreed in our histery, It
must be relied on to erush out all others, present
and to cowe,  In 1774, all Western Pennsylvauia
waos in open rebellion against the Government,
Tue mob broke up the Courts, compelling the
Judges to Oy for their lives. They resiated with
arma the eolleetion of taxes on whisky, robbed
the County Tressurers, seized the Post-Offices,
plitndered trovelers, sod defied and intimidated
the State authorities. This lawless rule extended
from the boundarics of Ohio and Virginia to the
Susquehanna River.  NBut an honest man waa
I'resident, At Lis call, thousands of the militin
gathered from New.Jersey, Maryland, and Vire
ginia, and were marched in a body to the scene
of the rebellion, At their approach, it seattered
and slunk back into the forest.  Dut the riug-
lenders were taken, tried, couvieted of treason,
and senteneed to the gallows. Washington mag-
nanimously psrdoned them, The local feeling of
hoskility which the forcible suppression of this
revolt ereated at the time, has died out with the
rebels who made it. 1lstory preserves the fact,
but the fecling is obliterated,

Tu 1E42, the regular Government of Rhodo [sl
and was defied, snd another organized in op-
Oue Dorr, its elected Governor,
raised troops, which be armed with musketry
avd artillery, Multitudes of persons in other
States sympathized with the rebels, aided them
with mouey ond arme, and urged them on
in their violent carcer.  They took posses.
sion of the State Arsenal, and defied the State
authorities. ‘The latter called out troops, and
eivil war was rapidly being inaugurated in blood.
Tho President was appealed to to suppress the
rebellion. Dorr was overpowered by United States
troops, token prisoner, tried for treason, con-
vieted, nod sentenced to prison for life. Powder
was Lo grest pacifieator, The stroog arm of
the Union restored the reign of law and order,
Recent as this rebellion may be, the local griev-
ances it leit behind it bove almost ccased to ran-
kle in the public mind, Another twenty years
will utterly extingnish thew,

Two years later, Philadelphia wos convulsed
by feuds between the Catholies and Native Amer-
icans. The causes of the foud we will not now
discuss; cuough that it became iutensely violent,
an all fends do in which a difference in religions
opinion becomes an element.  Naotive meetings
were broken up by mobs of Catbolics, und some
who attended them were killed, Then followed
retuliation.  Cotholics were killed jn large pum-
bers, their heuses burned, then their churches,
several of which were consumed with all their
contenta,  Auother was besioged by men whoe
planted cannon aear it which swept the strect.
Fire was actually applied to the building, but ex-
tinguished. The streets were erowded with bel”
ligerente, shots wers heard in every direction,
The eity sutherities beecame powerliss (o sup-
press the contest—the city itsell was in the
hands of & portion of the populace excited to the
point of madness. The military were ealled out
nud stationed to defend the beleaguered chureh,
but st*uight were pseailed by esnnon, which oe-
easioned shocking slaughter, The Governor of
the State cume to ' Philadelphia, but be could do
potbing. The outbreak had grown beyond his
power. At length, the power of the United States
wos invoked, o truce followed, and the tumult
ended, after some two lundred men had been
killed or wounded, Nothing but the strong arm
of the ruling power overcame this tersible out-
breok,

The corollary from theso strikiog incidents in
munifest, ‘When local rebellions occur, the loeal
authorities scom incompetent to overpower them.
But the strong arm of the General Government
does so without bloodshed. The prestige of its
nams haw heretofore been sufficient. No sooner
in ite flag unfolded, than the tumult is hushed.
This Union must bo preserved. I its preserva-
tion is involved the whole question of law sud
order. This is the Republiean doctrive, as well
as the Bishops', and it will in the end be msio-
toined, 1f thoe laws eannot ba enforced againet
rebellion without resort to arms, that remedy, a8
in all prior cases, must bo promptly invoked, and
so vigorously applied as to crush it effectually,
Heretofore, rebellion has convalsed tho Norbh |

At the' Inst two sessions of the Tegidlature cu-
deusors bave been made o institute an roquiry
into the amoutt of feen reccived, and the nuture
of the servides performed therefor, by the Sboriff,
County Clerk, sod Registor. of this county, but
through the  instrumentality of esrtain. Republi-
cang the luquiry hus not been ordered,. We ob-
merve that Mr. Craft, in the e‘tﬁ"i‘mu’.‘;l bns gs"u
moved to require hem to report Weir fess, I8
i3 generally believed that the cmoluments of these '
offices are enormous, how large few are really
competent (o state, save those who are direetly -
interested in keeping them from the publio eyes ..
Officials loug coanected with the City Govern-
mwent are quite incapable of stating all the sources
‘of revenué which the holders of these lu-
erative  positiofis © enjoy, 88  every  precau-
tion i3 taken to guard againet disclosurs,
Let us examine the Sherifl”s feds, wo *far a3 we
ern learn anylhing -about them. From tao
County he receives $10 a pavol for Grand Juries,
of which there are sometimes three & month for
the General Sessions, Speeiul Term of the samne,
and Oyer and Terminer. For notifying pehit
jurors be charges $30 a hundred, and the num-
ber of petit jurors summoned in & month often
excecds three thousand, Summoning wishesses is
charged ut the same rate. He furnishes the Seec-
retary of State with 8 reeord of convictions in
the Criminal Courts, for which he gete 50 cents
a hend; for every prisoner sentenced in the Courts
of General and Specinl Sessions, he recoivee 70
conts for removiog the person to  the Peniton-
tiary or the Tombs. The annual bill of
the Sheriff  ngaingt  the County, exclusive
of the return of couvictions, is about $20,000.
But the report of eriminal convietions is o * big
“ thing." ‘The law of 1239 provides for a return
of “all the crimival convictions in Courls
“of Reeord,” to be made by the County
Clerk, Clerk of the Coort, or the Shenff.
This  retarn  has  been  made  for  thin
county from time immemorial, nlinost, by Mr.
Vandervoort, the Clork of the Geoneral Seasions.
He gives all the convictioos and acquitials in the
Courts of General and Bpecial Sessions, aud the
Court of Oyer and Terminer. The law provides
that for this hie shall be paid B reskonsble com-
“ pensation” by the Board of Supersisors, They
originally paid him $120 a year, but some yearw
ago put it up to $180, TIn this county, at loast,
this report has also been made for years past by
the County Clerk aund the Sheriff. The latter
ured to charge a thousand dollars or so for the
job, but Mr. Kelly, and we believe at least one
of his predocessors, have taxed the eounty 50 cents
# head for such reports; and, in order to swell them
to enormoug proportions, the present Sheriff has
been in the babit of sending around to all the
prisone, and making transeripts of every pelly con-
viction in the Poliee Conrts, givipg in 8 tabular
form, one case in each line, a mass of usaloss in-
formation, at the rate of 50 ceots 4 line, or 825 for
the contents of every foolseap sheet, thus draw-
ing from the County Treasury from 10,000 to
#90,000 a year for work which Mr, Vandervoort
dors much better and wmore fully for f150,

The * term fees,” are another great source of -
profit to the Sherill. For every eause on tha
Culendar of the Supreme Court and its branches,
the [\'u[.w'riur Conrt and its braoncbes, the Courd
of Common Pless and its parts, and the Maring
Court, bo taxes the litigants 50 ecents n term,
A cause may be entered on the calender and a
year clapse before it comes to trinl, It Is esti-
mated that there are 10,000 canses n yoar ou tha
calendars, and that the fees of the Sheriff there-
from do net fall far short of £30,000, Thore are
8 bost of other fees of whick few have any more
than a vagne idea. Tt is enid that in executions
the same officer is put in possession of ball a
dozen ploces upon which levies have been made,
drawing #2 a day from each, and 30 on to the
end of the chapter, The lowest estimate of the
Sheriff’s incowe at present iz §50,000 & year,
while some put it at $125,000. We must also
not overlook the fact that the pickings are o
plentiful that the Sheriffs deputies usaslly grow
rich upon the proceeds of uvifice.

The County Clerk is paid a salary of §3,000 &
yeur, and the fees received by lim are paid into
the County Treasury. The avernge receipts for
fees from this office are about §14,000 2 year—
n sum cousiderably less than the expease of cou-
ducting the office.  Originally, this was not o
salaried office, its fees being retsived by the
Clerk, and ite expenses paid by him ont of them.
When the Legisiature made it a salaried office,
the lawyers found it so dificult to get their
gearches for judgments made thot in 1553 they
petitioued the Legislature to allow the Clerk to
etain the fees for senrches, and got a law passed
to that effect, These fees are said to be in
themselves merely nominal; but by shrewd mag-
agewent the emoluments have been swelled to a
very heavy figure,  Thus, a lawyer wishes a
search made for judgments against a eertain in-
dividual immediately. The searcher says it can’b
be done under thirty or sixty days, as thore are
#0 many searches to bo made previously. But a
present of 10 or $20, aceording to the urgeacy
of the case, will induce the searcher to expedito
the matter, by working * over hours,” The re-
cvipts of this offico are by such means swelled to
$30,000, some say $50,000 a year. Mr. Richard
B. Counolly is said to bave realized the lattar
amount snnually during the two terms for which
he held the office.
