In
cities the sudden movement of the cotton crop
since the first of the year bas absorbed the at-
tention and energies of the business publie. For
the past mouth cotton has been gorging the ware-
houses and wharves of inland cities and sea-
ports; aud bas been sold gemerally at good
prices. lts sudden movement is sttrluted to
fears of coming blockade of the ports, while its
advance of price may arise from equul apxiety
on the part of Bouthern ereditors to realize thoir
duee in a tacgible shape before further complica-
tion of existing difficulties. Just now, prices are
receding a little. The income from the country,
however, is nearly exhausted; and as & general
rule, growers have realized paging prices, al-
suffering considerably from short crops.
