The following is the lutter portion of Mr, Crittenden’s
furcwell speech, delivered on Sundsy night, March 3:
Now, in regnrd to the Soath and the Border States,
I \\‘uu_ltl have them trust to the Union and to the people.
The North has given sssurances of their sympathy for
them, und justice will be done. I beleve it, There
&ro nssurnnces given of kinduess and putriotism that
will be redeemed; that symputhy und that Kinducss
which ex'sts in the North will atbract otbers 1o it; e
standurd of Liberty und Justice will be ruised from
one end of the country to the other, and the people
will crowd uround it vulil States shall come an wuke
peuce offorings to theie brethren. That day will
cowe, und it will be a bappy day. 1 believe this,
aod I wonld have the Soutt” and the Border States
believe it.  Our Northern fellow-cilizens huve entitled
themeelves to eoullidence by their uction npon thess
very resolutions: thonsands mud tewa of thoussnds
have come here with pe.diivis in their favor; Stutes
bave petitioved for thew; and 1o ol this I recognize s
apirit of kindnes which should bind the hearts of
Southern men. I wiil say, I sm for the Union; I am
not fur secession. No, dir. Aud #s to my bative
State, 1 will asy to ber, wore thau to others, I
to see you stard by the Union of the conutry, Do not
E:Nr unless an iwperious necessity forces you. Yon
ve given 1o the woild long-continnid evidencs of
vur consistency, your patidotiew, snd your fidel-
ty to the Upidn.
