men, six hoztlers, one furcinan of the hostlers, one
inapector of the fureman, twelve luborers, one
foremen of laborers, one inspector of foreman,
one genorsl secountart of manwres, fwo manure
welghers, with o fureman sud euperintendent,
two inapectors of hay, two ipapectors of oats, a
veterinnry surgeon, with two paslitants acd o
errand boy, one carrings ropairer, with a corps
of six asuistants, sud all the other sppointmanta
to meteh,

Certainly this corporation carriage-business re-
quaires to be overhauled by the Controller, who
must have paid more cxrringe hire, incurred by
Aldermen, Counetlmen, ond Committece, * for
* visiting manure-lLeaps,” than the manure itself
produces annually te the Treasury. In addition
to this, the Coutroller employs twelva Iuspectors
of Manure snnunlly st Throe Dollars a day each
—&12,600 per anuem;  but as the Hackley ecxn-
tract does away with sll pretonee of sny uccos-
sity for these sincenre officers, we feol sure that
Coutroller Haws will Lesten to relieve the pay-
roll of our homorary wanure servasts,  Let

In view of the upcensing cry of
the South for Free Trade, tlis document possessos
conaiderablo interest, Thoir schedulo s as elah-
vrate #1 that of the United States Ad Vilorem
aot, undor which we & pow working; and,
upon & esreful seruling, we are unabla to [find
sy very important ndditions to the free list. Oan
the eontrary, the exigeacioe of Davis's Govemn-
mept bave ceinpelicd thase poisy foee-tradors to
put ap their duties to o bigh figuro on most of
the leading artielss of comumeree, while they
clinch the whole with the enormous tax of 4
cents 8 ponud on tes, $2 per tun on ice, avd 3
eents por buehol on enlt. Az eomporod with cur
tari, they coma down fivm & to 16 per cent on
liguore, 1 per cent on clothiog, 20 per eesh on
iron, and let in nearly all kinds of provisions
fres.

The observance of this Constitution, if carried

There csn be Litdle
doubt that these copcessions to public opinien
and to the growing Furopean semso of populsr
righta will give Austrin 8 new lease of existenes,
ond preclude the imminent danger of a Huogs-
rian inenrrection. Within corlsin limita the
forner Constitution of Hungary is restored—a
wita oet of justice, which, in cenjunction with
the establishment of the Imperial Cooslitation,
of which we bave given the cutlive, will probably
aray in the wost ellectual menner tee furmidable
spiris of revelution i that most jmportant King-
doms of the Ewpire,

Bunks have memorialized the Legiclatore iu
faror of tho present vite for our City Post-Office.
They say that they have given much sttention
to the snlject, and thet they are perfectly eatise
fied with thia site. We do mnot douht Shom.
But I they bod added that the sile is cither fis
in weli or sceeptuble to the great majority of
our citizens, they would have said what is nok
true. This site is bounded on three sidea by
narrow streats, on the other by s dense block
of high buildings, The only street by which
ninc-tonths of cur peopla will uaturally approach
it in crowded as well a8 narrow and very usovem,
And there 1s no adequats space adjacent to this site
whercen carta nnd other vohicies laden with Mail
woller egn atand whilo awnitivg opporlunity to
disehaige their coutents, The bulk and weight
of the matter by us sunually conveysd to aod
roceived from the Post-Office donbtless far ex-
cscds that of the like econtributions of all the
baaks in car Ciy; ond the present Pod-Office is
utterly unfitted to tho needs of the lusincss we
toansnct with it.

Dut that is uob the worst aspect of Lhe matber.
16 s wornlly Loposdiblo thet this site should be
reached by railronde. Now it is alveady clearly
{airable, and will soon be deemed imperative,
that wail-cnrs shonld be run inte the Post-Office,
und the getes olosed and locked bebind them,
Lafore they are unlocked and nnladen, The presont
prectico of taking the mail-bags it of the carw
in an open depat, piling them on a wagon, and
thus conveying them one to throe wilen through
erovided sbreots, is shamefully nepligent and
Lazardous, It should be correcled forthwithy
and to that end the Post-Office ghould be located
whore mail-cars can be ma into it, us they can-
pot be at the old Duteb Church,
