A
body of Rebel troops were reported to be trying to get
into our rear, and Gen, Negley's Drignde wua ordered
to take s diverging roud, sbout 2 miles from Falling
Waters, 1o interoept them. A part of Company I wus
thrown ont in advince, wud whaile waiting in a pisce
of woods for the Brigade to ccme up, they mw &

to the enemy, which they thought were our own 1en,
there! being no perceptible difforence in unifurm.
They were careless, and their Captain wuch to blawe,
for being entirely off their guard, so much 80 us to lay
their arma on the ground, while some of them wotually
lot down the fence for the cavalry to pass over.

Forty men wers cuf of from
their arms and wide priscoers; the rest of our tien dis
churged tieir muskets, and tell back upon the main
body, while the troupers harried off their prisoners.

Qur ten, however, empticd three saddios, and cap- |

tured two hoses.  One of the troopers wae killed und
left; the others were lifted in front of the riders, and
carried off. This occarred quite esrly in the duy, and
they brought their prisoners through this town in il
vunce of -the retresting Rebel troepe.  Our men wers
tied with their beods behind, i couples. Bome of the
eitizeng here gave them food. They were greutly dis-
