WHAT IKDVx'ED LES. LYU TO GIVE BATTLE.

Ah I wrote you on the 7th, the enemy were

eueamped twelve mile« fr«.iu Springfield on Tues-
«lay, while our force was scattered upon the dif¬
ferent roads leading to the city, at a distance of
three to five miles. 2,000 were five miles from
town, on the rayettevilie road, under command
of Maj. Sturgis, ol tbo regular army. This force
vrac ordered by Gen. Lyon to be ready to move

at a moment'« cotice, and at ti p. m. on that

.day they were in rank«, artillery horse« bar-
a-reoed, and everything iu readiness. Shortly after
9 o'clock an incessant stream of visitors, mes-

rencor«, and communications poured in upon tho
General, some reporting tbe engagement of C'apt.
.Stockton, of tbe Kansas 1st and two companies
of Home Guard« with a party of Rebel cavalry,
on tbe prairie west of the town, in which two of
tb» latter were wounded and carried off by their
oomrades; others reeeiviL«g order«, and still otb-
»era waiting for tbe «ame. Two companies were

ordered to tbe relief of (apt. Stockton. Eight
«companies of the Kansas 1st, part oi the Kansas 2d,
and Maj. Osterhaus's battalion Missouri 2d were

ordered to a certain point in town to await
tho arrival of Gen. Lyon, who, strange to

.ay, was so entirely occupied that instead of

.taxtiug at 10 o'clock it was two hours later
when be left bis headquarters, and without look¬
ing at bis watch he proceeded to Camp Hunter,
Baring already ordered Major Sturgia to drive in
tbe enemy'« picket if witbin two miles of bit
own. Captain Steel's Company of Cavalry were

dispatched on this errand at half past 12,
and General Lyon, with tbe troops above men¬

tioned, arrived at »3 a. m. Here he consulted
lus watch, and finding it more than two hours
later than he supposed, at once called together
tbo principal officers, communicated bis embar¬
rassing position, and took their advice, which
resulted in tbe withdrawal of tbe entire force to
»Springfield. The General had intended moving
bis force «even miles further, and attacking the
.enemy at daylight. On the return to town, the
«l>neral said to a friend that he had a premoni¬
tion that a night attack would prove di-antroua,
and yet he bad felt impelled to try it once, and
did not know but be must do so again. Before
ree reached Springfield it wa« daylight. An am-
Bush wa» prepared a mile from the city, which
ov«>uld open upon tho enemy if they pur«tied.
During Wedn-taday, continual alarm« were cir-

«eulating, and a real panic prevailed ain< ng the
tritiaena, who rapidly packed up and leit for «np»
poaed place« of safety. The troop« were under
arms in every quarter, and severa) time« it was

repotted that fighting bad actually comineoced.
Toward night the panic in a degree aubsided,
But many of those who remained did not retire
or attempt to sleep. A consultation was held,
and the question of evacuating Springfield seri-
«trusty diicussed. Looking at it in a military
view, there was no doubt of the propriety, and
«even nece«»ify, of tbe »t«p, aud many of Gc
Lyon'« pincer« coun-ided such a movement. Some
favored a retreat iu the direction of Kansas,
while otbora regarded Rolla a» tbe more deaira»
