The dispateh frem Cairo which we print thia
morping makes it certain that Gen. £herman
bas gained important successcs at Vickaburg.
The news comes direct from the faet by the
areival of the Rattler at Momphis. Gen, Sher-
wanu has carried threa of tha four Rebel lines
surrounding the city at considerable distances,
which were no doubt eartbworks of great
strougth. Since the failure of the lnst attémpt
on Vicksburg, the Rebels bave bad ample time
to enlargo their fortifications, and have im-
proved it. Some occounts of their extent,
which reached us from time to time by deser-
ters, are eoufirmed by the detailv of Gen, Sher-
man's success, 'The fourth and last line was
thought also to huve jielded before the
Rattler leit. If so, we mey look to  heor
at nny moment that Viek«burg has surrendered.
A victory on the Kappahannock could hardly
be a more important or more weleome
