has obtained a foothold on the Mississippi shore, and
eau throw as many troop« there as he choose«. A*
I'.ip«, at N«w-Ma«lrl«1, by taking his transport«
thro.ti/h tbe canal, while Admiral Foote ran the
bio, katie of Island No. 10, with hi« gunboat«, waa
. i.ablud to throw tai« troops below and in the rear of
tb« enemy threatening tneir only line cf communi¬
cation, so Grant ««ems to command the Rebel pon.
tion.
A glance at the map will show you that the only

outlet of the Rebel army at Vickiburg is th« one
leading east to Jackson. It is understood that (Trout
will strike tot the railroad bridge over HU« k River.

And,
unless the Rebebí are more strongly fortified on the
south than is generally believed, he will be able to
