them. Col. Mentz's Urigude then fullowed thom up
and drove them into thowr forutieations ut Shelby-
wille. Mitchell's whole diveion then clarges
through snd posbed rapialy into twown,

The Rebela took position in the public equare witl
artillery, eno o charge wus then made by the Tib
aud Oih Pevneyivauia Cavaley juto the testh of their
gnns, which were caplared. At the ssme time the
4th Boulurs upd the 30 Tudinna golloped iuto thow
flunk rear the opper bridge of Duck River, The
encwy was completely ronted aud driven into the
river, where a8 bundred of them were Jdrowned,
The Rebel Gen, Wheeler escaped on fool,  Sixty v
seventy officers and 700 prinouers were tuken. Om
Joss wis 6 killed and 30 or 40 wounded. Lieut
Rtodes of the Tth Peungylvania was killed,

Col. Wilder's eavalry expedition to the rear of
Dragy's aroiy 6t Tullshomn has wso jost returned,
bringing reports of eqoally snecessfal work,  With
his brigade of mounted iufuntry e started on Sun-
dey the 28th inet., went to Hillsboro, thence t
Dechard, swum Ek River snd crossed with (e
bowitzers on & raft, makiog 50 wiles the suwe day.
He tore up the track, burnt tiw care, uud the depot
full of stores, sud destroyed the trestlework. Al
daylight of Mouduy be etarted op to the Bouthein
Uuiversity, where be divided bin furce,

One porticn was sent to strike the railroad at
Tuntalon, while Wilder went to strike it ut Aunder-
son. There he found Buckuer's whole division oo
a train of cars gomg np from Kuooxville o Tuils-
boma, nnd fell back, in the mesuwhile tearing up
the rail oad from Cowan so Tracy City. The Kabels
meanwhile bavivg sent u powerful force 1o iu ercept
hiul, be siruck through the mountiin and returved to
Manchester, which Le reached 1eeday,  He touk snd
proled n nomber of prisovers uod coptared s lot of
males. The damnge doue to the railrond is very se-
rions, but would bsve been more so if the rivers bad
pot beem g0 bigh,

The expedition made 120 wiles in two days und &
balf.
