Prayer Book, ought to bo relaxed.” At first
sight this motiou would seetn rensonuble enough,
aud in precise couformity with the opinion
pad wish of thousands of the clergy themselves,
and perbaps not in unconformity with the
foeling of the Queen, ** Fidei Defensor,” in
whose library the works of the hooored (han-
ping oceupy & distinguished place, Nay more,
it might not seem an unwise stop toward
opening the doors of u Churel within whose
fold many of the most illustrious in scisace,
literature, and art have found no place.
But no. The House of Commous were
of a different opinion. Many of its mewbers
carnestly contended that the attitude of the
Church must be mmivtained, and that there
must be no compromise with freedom of opin-
fon. It was adwitted that the Act of Uni.
formity had not prevented many schisms and
theological dissensions; but the dunger of al-
lewing what might turn out to be but the first
of a series of concessions sppeared to impress
iteelf upon the House g0 strongly that the wo-
tion was lost by the previous question being
called for.

The discussion thus closed is but postponed;
for the press, the Bishops, and the public are
earneatly debating its subject. Aund we may
reasonably look for the further developments
of onn of those revolutions which, whether
in bebalf of the enfrauchisement of science,
literature, or theology, are but landwarks in
the stately progress of buwanity towsrd per-
