BAILWAYS TO WASIUNGYON.

It ia a serions question, at the present june-
ture, how the country can best securs the means
of transportation between New-York aud the
Capltal, Thirty years ago, when railvoads were
as yet an experiment, the Stato of New-Jersey,
in order to repay the sdventurons spirit of eer-
tain capitalista, granted the charter of the Cam-
den and Ambey Railroad Company, and enacted
that no other roads should be built within four
miles of this railway. It look but two years to
show that railronds were no deubtful expori-
ment, and the grantees of this charter obfained
from New-Jorsey o privilege which for breadth
and ingenuity has searcely been rivaled. Tt was
onacted by the Legislature of Now-Jorsey,
“That [t shall not be lawful at any time during
the said railroad charter, to construct sny other
railcond or railroads in this State (N. J.) without
the consent of the said Compuny, which shull he
intended or used for the tiansportstion of pas-
sengers or merchandiss betwesn the vitles of
New-York and Philedelphin, or te eompete in
business with the railroad authorized by the aot
to which this supplement is relative," For thus
selling its sovereigaty to & company, which has
over since ruled it with a rod of iron, the State
received from the Company one Uiousand
shares of its atock.
