city, Tholiat comprises upward of 1,0 uames, and
has boen earcfully comyiled by Mr, Audrew J, Case of
No. 37 Grand strect, the Government undertaker, To
those who have lost relatives or friends, without know-
ing where they died, tho publication will, In masy in-
stanees, be found most valushle. Soldiers from nearly
all the loyal States are comprisod in the Hist.

Mr. Case took the contrat for barisl of all the soldiers

on Mr, Case’s haoks, so that persons who discover thad
relatives or friends are among the buried, and who de-
sire o disonterment, may, on application to him, ascers
tain where they are buried.
