An intelligent gentloman arrived this morning from
the vicinity of Horper's Forry, aud states that it is now
definitely ascertained that the whole force of the envmy
does not exceed 5,000, of whom one-fourth are cavalry
and the balance iufantry.

Tlhe enamy ure concontrating in and around Harper's
Farry, and are sending out parties to ri:u on people,
gohbing them of even their watches ond woney. F

There wis some skirmishing going on between our
troops and the Hebels ncioss the River, and occasion-
ally shot and shell were belug thrown st them from the
Maryland Highta,

The fight of Gen, Mulligan with the advance of the
Rebels st Lectown is spoken of &8 most gallant, e
stccessfully repulsed thom several times,

Gen. Bigel moved towsrd Bheplerdstown with hie
Immense wagon train in front, the protection of which
was deomed of more importance than the risking of &
goneral engagement. Not s wagon fell lato the ene-
my's bands, and nothing was left behind ab Marting
barg exoept sume oats, which were set on fire before
Lo loft.

Tho impression when our informant left was that the
Rebel foros will retire before to-morrow hight, as Gen,
Hunter will be in thelr rear by that time with ampls
furos to overwhelm them If shey remain longer.
