Impartance of the Trans-Tissinippl De-
parimont.

Tho gigaitic plan of operations now in progross
ngninst the South has been the first to cut the Con.
federacy in two by selzing control of the Mississip-
pi, and then to assall and erush the strongest of the
divided sectious. Tho first part of it has been ac-
complished, oxceptso far 4s stonlthy movemoents
and tewporary obstructions by the enemy on that
rivor are conceriod; and the second is now, 1 trust,
in the courso of successful scoomplishment. Dut
whothor speedy suceess or no succoss aweit tho lat-
ter, a third blow about as effective, but morv easily
dealt, ought slready to be in contemplation, and if
possible in proparation by the Government.  Should
we full at prescut to crush the slrouger scotion, we
would still, unless through unequaled disastors, bo
strong enough to hold the dividing fosse and sub-
duo the woaker soction beyound it,  Should the cue-
my's forces in the stronger soction begin to waver
and shrink iuto s narrowoer circle, the first army
corps, which could be sparcd by us frow the greater
seone of operstions, ought to wove down upon the
region South-west, which now liea cotnparatively
defenseless,

The whole territory stretehing from the Lowes
Minsissippl to the Rio Grande Is now i & mossuie
drained of the enomy s troops, and even of warlike
population. A well-commanded National fores, no
Inrger than that lately squandered by blundering
oporatious in Louistans and Arkausas, if landed in
Matagords Bay, could sweep through Texas, Of
the people of that State a large minority, to say the
least, are in favor of the Union, whether with or
without Slavery, nnd the rest, though Rebelsin
heart, sre many of thow disaffected to the Govern-
went of Jull Davis and scoept it ns a clivice of ovils.
The same foree, with the reiuforcements to be ac-
quited iv Texas, conld conguer, hold and reclaim,
ll thut liss between the Rio Grande and Mississippi,
if still well supported on the line of the latter. This
swould give back to the Nation s region whose pro-
duet of cotton would far more than supply our own
wants, The deposita of it to be found there now,
which could be seenred from the torch by s libernl
policy, would relieve us from a vast amount of
commercial and financial embarrassment; for I an
credibly informed that during last sesson, Texas
raiscd almost an avernge erop.

If such a erusmdeo
were  zealously preached in the North West,
the needful numbor of men for the specinl
service could bo raised, though nol ono were drawn
from our armnies in the field.

Thae doubtful kind of ho!d our forers now retain
of the greut outlet s 8 maln cause of the disufloc.
tion which lingers in the North West, whese ulti-
mate alleginuce gravitutes to the Fatlier of Wators,
If 1o-<dny we fully held the unobstructed Mississip-
pi aud all West of it, thongh the South Fast wirs
independent, dislopalty in the North West would
be unkuown. If we had the Bouth East with all its
poris in eomplote subinission, while the bunks of
the lower Mississippi were in robellion, the loyalty
of the Neorth Woast would be much more unerrtain
thnn it is now.
