DIFFICULT NATURE OF THE COUNTRY.

Tempozary Defcat of the Union

Forces.

OUR L0SSE3 THUS FAR ABOUT 800,

UMION LINES EXTENDED FOUR MILES.
A STREAK OF BAD WEATHER.

The fight near Hotcher's Run yesterday wis
omo of the mwost sevore that hss taken place In this army
for some thoe, and taking into conslderation the un
favorable churacter of the ecouniry tirough which the
troops Lad to move, and the lareo foxee opposing thels
adwances, it ls not 'strange that the enewy gained o
gewporary advantage,

The conntry from the crossing of the L te Dabney's
Mill is very woody, with swamps and ravines ranoing
through it in all direcilons, aad the ouly road s 4 par
yow by-rond, ot wide encugh to allow two wagons o
pass, end in many places in very bad condition,

The Third Division of the ¥Fifth Corps advanced, sap-
ported by the Flrst and Secotd Divisions, nml ulso Ly o
bripada of the Sixth Corps,

The cncmy were driven to sud beyond the will ey
this road, about two miles frwm the crossing line of
Breastworks,

There were no less than four uivieions of the cnemy
opposing our men, viz: Milone's, Pegram's, Hoath's
and Gordon's old divislon—tha latter threo opposing the
Fifth Corps, while Mabore's, acting independemly, en.
gaged Gregg on the Vaughan Bood for game thue, when
Grege ordered his cavalrs 1o dismount, and beld Lis op
ponent back well, Inflicting some lose,

Maboue, findipg no ehance to acootaplish snything in
this position, wheeled round, snd, me ching on o by
poud ronning ngril-westwandly, struck the lofy ook of
the Fifth Corps, doubling it np and cousing it to fal
back o the conter. 4

The woods here being so thick as to rendes the formn-
tion of & eontivuons line fmpoesible, the command be-
same somewliat confused, aud the beavy fire which wis
poured in by Mahone's men made things still worse,
and in a fow minutes the entlre line left their position,
Rallimg back rapidly towand tLe point they star.d from.

The fear of being cut of from the crossing ot the
Wanghan Road increased the confusion, aud for a short
Yime it seemed ns though a regular panle ludd eelecd
opon our mien, but upon reacking the opon conniry on
She Veughan Road, and finding uo enemy there, and the
#ridges all safe in the posscssion of our troops, they be
pame reassured, and in a short time tho groater pars of
Bhe Carps were in line ready to meet the puemy as so0n

A fow minutos after when ther ¢id show themselves

Our losa duriug the day amounts toabout six inndred,
wnd that of Sunday to abont two hondred, making o
potal for two dars of shout eight huadred killed
womnded and missing. -
