LAWLEY'S LETTER-WRITING.

A M: Lawler or Lawley, who during the
tobollion was the Richmond correspondent of
The (Loudon) Times, has Intely written a letter
to that journal—not dated, hut from somewhere
in Bogland—with the purpose of refuting the
recent adinissions of the present America cor-
respoudent of The Times as to Southern cruel-
tlea to our puisoners. IHaving stated the
authorship of the letter, we have stated all that
i necessary to confuse it in the opinion of those
who remember the charneter of the letters which
Mr, Lawley used to write froin Richmond,
This lust epistle is printed, as the others were.
for the English public, aud we should be doing
injustice even to Mr. Lawley's ides of the value
of fucts if we shonld represent him as expocting
this performunce to influence the judgment of
those who are in dny degree familiar with the bis-
tory of the matter he discusses,  His asscrtions,
moreover, do not touch the main part of the
charges. Itds only asto the Libby Prison Le
professes to spoak of whal Le saw; what Le says
of Andersonville {8 covfussedly hearsay testi-
mony, and of no possible weight against the
evidence of those who have sworn to what they
saw and felt in that dreeadful prison,

Mr. Lawley says be was in Richmond from
October 1562 Il April 1865, and during that
period repentedly  visited Libby Irison, He
deelares that up to the end of 1563 no prisoners
of war were ever bettor treated.  To got at Mr,
Lawley's notion: of how prisoners of war should
be treated, lot us tura to a deseription of Libhy
Prison:

and cruel to the axtent referred to, The corn brewd
began to be of the roughest and conrsest deseripting,
Partions of the cob nnd husk wers often found grogul
in with the meal. “Uhe orust wos a0 thick and hand
that the prisoners callod it fronelad, To render the
bread eatahle, tha! grotod it, and mado mush of 11, but
the ginst they could uol grate.

* Now nnd then, ofter long intorvals, often of many
weeks, a little ment was given them, parbaps two or
throe mouthfuls, At o Inter period, they reecived n
dnt of black peas, with some viuegar, ‘every week,
he pets were often full of worms, or maggots lu a
ehrysalia state, which, when they made soup, foated ou
