Priolean, Tt will e remems-
bere] that Priolean (who is one of the famous
Dlockade-running house of Fraser, Trenbolm &
Co. of Liverpool), bad in his possession a large
amonnt of cotton ﬂ!lipl\(‘l‘i to him by the Con-
federate Govornment, upon the pledge of which
he had, as a factor, advanced the sum of £20,-
00, The United States sugd fur the posseasion
of this cotton, claiming it free from all liens.
YVice-Chancellor Wood held that the United
States was enlitled to the property, subject,
however, to the specific lien of Priolean for
woney advanced npon it.

We do not seo that this decision affords any
ground for complaint—assmming, of course, the
faets to be ns above stated, in accordance with
the English report of the case. It is to be ob-
served that Prioleau had o specific lien upon the
cotton, and that this liem was aecompauied by
actual possession.  If he Lad actually bought
and paid for the eotton no one would dispute
the validity of his title, Wo cannot gee how a
factor's lien for advances ean be decmed less
valid than a title by purchase,  Mr, Seward, in
lis dispateh to Mr. Adams, does not appear to
olject to this brauch of the devision, but he
strongly disapproves of the deelavation of Viee-
Chancellor Wood that the Confederate Govern-
ment must be regarded as a government de
facto, and the United Stateseas “ succoeding to
its proposty,” as the ** displacing Government.”

the very debts which he contracted in endeavor-
ing to ernsh the insarrection,  But when Aus-
tvia subdued Hungrary, no one dreamed of
asking lier to pay the Kossuth delt, althongh
contracted by o Government that had muin-
fained its authority for more than twelve
montha.

The result of these considerations is: 1. That
the Rebel Government would, if it had suc-
eeeded, have been bound to assiume a propor-
tion of the United States Debt as it was in 1560,

9, That the United State® is entitled to take
all property which was vested in the Rebel
Government at the elose of the war.

2 That such property must be taken subject
to all liens speeificalty attached thereto, of a
charneter which would make them, in private
tranaactions, valid against ereditors.

4. That neither the United States nor any of
the separnte States which were ineluded in the
Inte so-callid Confederacy, are liable in any
other way whatever, either in law or honor, for
the Confederate debts.
