The planters have generally apprebended a
refisal of their late slaves to work for wagos,
but especially to work so steadily, so constautly,
as the stocessful growing of cotton requires, par-
ticularly i the picking senson, when continuous
fubor is required to save the fiber from injury
by rain, it has been held that free negro labor
wonld never ansaer.

But this planter s tried an experiment,cand
it hus proved a complete succoss,  Itsessence is
pay down,  Every night, he weighs the cotton
picked by ench hund during the day, and pays
over the stipulated price.  And he finds it easy
to procurs all the lnbor he wants, and have his
cotton picked as fust a% b wishgs. And he rec-
ommends the «ame course to othors, inthe con.
fident assurance that they will find its results
oqually satisluctony.

We haven't a doubt of it. Individuals may
refiise to work; but there will always be enough
ready to glve work fhr pay down,  Aud, if there
are not enough negroes ready to work for pay,
Whites in ahundanee will do it.  You need not
send to Germany por Ireland; you need not
even &end to the North; but ouly proclaim far
andwide that you have work to do and money
to puy down for it, and you will have laborers
enongh offering, without going aliroad for them,

The main dificulty of the South to-lay—snd
it a1 grave one—is general inability to pay down
fur labor, If money were abondant—or any-
thing else that would buy broead and meat—
there would he no luck of labor. Butto ask a
poor mai { White or Black) to work o year for
you and he paid ont of the year's crop, is quite
another matter.  His ragged, hungry children
want all he can earn—want it a4 fast us he can
earn it. If a great Agricultural Bank could be
e-tabMehad to lend every planter cash to one-
fourth the value of his plaztation, taking amort-
gage as security, the South could go to work at
ouce and produce twiee the cotton in 1866 that
it can do unaided.
