By *plilosoply”is to be understood the high-
eat explanotion to which man has sttained of the frame of
things in the midst of which he finds Limself placed, and
part of which ho ia. Bat if this delinition be correct, it is
obvions that the philosopby of one age way be a very dif-
forcnt thing from thut of unother. EKnowledge is progress.
iro, and the resu g plearer and deoper

Lt bocomos ¢
with the lapse of time. Plato constructed a philosophy
more than two thousand yoears ago, and therefore in the in-
fanoy of positive knowledge. Hennderstood nothing of the
hoavens above, nor of the earth Leneath, nothing of the
order of noture, or tho laws of tho universe, and eonses
quently nothing of his own being inits largest and truest
Intorprotation. It was thersfure, es it must have been, o
philosophy with mature left out, Turming withia be
opened the questions which srise in cvnsciousness, snd
thus founded Motaphysics. The mind was nasumed as the
mieastre of nature and the fountaiu of truth, and it was
bolioved that by pure meditation—ths naked power of
thought—mnan eould sulve all the problems of the world.
This gysten prevailed for eenturies, and fnally exbausted
Maelf in tho empty scholasticism of the middloe ages.

Modern selence took its rise in 8 complote inversion of
the ancient method. It began by observing the fucts of
tho outward world and cautiously rising tc general prinel-
ples which might be tested by all. One department of
uature after snothor bas been exploved, sclenco after sei-
ence has arisen, and n vast body of verified nnd product-
ive truth hus been called into being.  What mighty mean-
ings do we now find in such terms as astronomy, gool-
ogr, the seasons, climate, heat, electricity, light, mog-
notism, the elements, combustion, growtl, decay, di-
gestion, respiration, eirculstion, innervation, cerebration,
life, foree, law, monnings of which the ancients knew ab-
solutely nothing, Nor is the modern method without its
sbbunding and priceless fruits, which staud in glorions
gontrast with the scanty and worthless results of the old
procedure. Through science man has subordinated the
snergies of nature to Lis uses, has developed her inox-
huustible materisls, has extended and multiplied the pro-
cesson of industry, These are more than material tri-
umphs; they are suprome sttostations that Nature has
been questioned aright, that man is coming to a better
understanding of his possibilities and position, and the
trth is beginning slowly to dawn that his carthly destiny
Is nothing less than to scccomplish his own unfolding
through the development of the planot which has been
given into his charge. Social and political changes, wide
and profound, the subversion of old institutions and the
grow th of new, indoed mothing less than the reorganiza-
tiou of human relations has flowed from this progress of
Inquiry into the course of pature and the laws of mon's
plirsical surroundings.

But these material and soolal effects are but the result
of new modes of thinking, The new heavens sud the
pew earth are but a new understondiog of the universe,
Boientific discovery familiurizes men with advaneed con-
peptions and establishes bottef prineiples of inquiry. The
ppirit of doubt and the demand for evidence are incul®
pated as the fundamental eanons of valid thinking, while
peason presses her incxoruble inguest iuto the objects of
pature and the realities of experionco, into all questions
of human interest and wniversal moment.

But notwithstanding this great intellectunl revelution,
this altered direetion of the very uxis of intelligence, by
which all the high questions of human affairs have be,
pome readinsted, it is still possible for men to move round
1n the old traditional ruts of thonght; they can still ig-
pore the entire realin of modern kuowledge and busy
themselves with the never-onding questions of metaphys-
les.  Bocauso suoti wis the scope of philosophy two thon-
sand years ago, they assame that it is so sfill.  But the mis
nmense, For while the problem of philosophy

remains essontially nuchanged, to unfold andjexplain the
true order of the world, and thos throw a olearer snd bot-
tor light upon the nature of man, how multiplied ure now
the factors and bow different the possible solation! If
philosaphy aspires to bo the regulator of human thaought,
It mnst first becoms the master of human thought. It
must gird itsolf to the sublimest task that the intellect
bas ever yet proposcd—to grasp the great principles of
peience in their encyclopedical range—to organize the
pomprebansive and solid results of the world's thinking,
sud cobrdinate the varied and fragmentary truths of re-
pearch into one grand organon of principles that shall bo n
Faithiful reflox of the verity of things, that shall combise
the authenticlty of science with the full Lreadth of na-
ture, and o & guiding and trusting light to man
through the vicissitudes of his carthly experience. In the
Bin and chaos of secta and partios, in the confusion of
Boctrines and conflict of opinions, amid the gropings of
Bospondency and the exaltations of hope, we yomrn for
the volee of natare, for the lations and encourag
Incats of a philosophy which has the Divioe warrant of
hocordsnce with the realitics of the universe. It was the
aim of ancient philosophy to bring thought into harmony
with thonght; it is the higheraim of modern philosophy
.I_o bring thought into harmoeny with things.

Probably no man has so clearly discerned this exalted
‘nqum-mznt of the present nge s Mr, Herbort Bpencer.
Jle published somo four or five years 650  complete out-
Jine of s mew philosophical eystem which evinced s
prosd and lucid pereeption of the intellectunl neods and
pmlhi]mnof his time, while the parta already accormn-
y lished prove that Le who could so admirably map out the

scheme, is also eminently the man to executo it.

A loving student of nature from boyhood, fascinsted
with science, and giving himself toits systematie pursuit,
bold snd independent s 8 thinker, npincambered with
puiversity traditions, of a highly philosophical turn of in-
quiry, master of & style of remurkable cleaross and force,
and finally of & deeply consecientious nature, und profoundly
pympatbetio with all healthful soclal ameliorations, he
gombines rare accomplishments for the imposing task.
Nor were his claims without due reeoguition. The suthor
»f a work upon social science pronounced by many tie
post original and suggestive treatise yet produced upon
Jhe subject; the author of & work upon Mind, declared by
i ps the beat judge in Europe—Mr. Johu Btuart Mill

to bo “one of the finest examples wo possces of the

chological method in its full power,"” and tho nuthoralso
‘of various essays upon & wide range of topies, which, in
ghoir snonymous publiestion, had arrested the marked at-
gention of thoughtful men, Mr, Spencer was publicly snd
thoroughly justified in eutering upon his grost under-
$aking.

The fundsmental question in & work of this kind is, of
gourss, that of method. What is the sll-intepreting con-
eoption that is to give unityto the scheme? More and
guore is the conviction deepening that nothing in nature
s to.be understood by itself, but only in relation to other
goarts, and to the whole. The ties of interdcpondence are
glose and universal; the understanding of one thing
ghrows light upon others, and the mastery of each helps
fo tho comprehension of ell. This truth bas found ex-
pression in such works asMrs. SBomerville's ““Connexion of
the Physical Sciences;” Humboldt's “Cosmos,” and the
' Positive Philosophy” of M, Comte, which is an attempt
o affiliats the great branches of knowledge in their natural

| The e which Mr, Bpencer finds to be & universal
w of natare and therefore makes the basis of his Phi.
y is that of Evolution. Itis this conception which
\pans the universe aud solves the widest range of its prob-
reachos outward through boundloss spaco,

and

beokward through illimitable time, resolving the
m"wm of life, mind, soclety, history, snd clv-
~wiiah prodicts the gloziows possibilition af tha

future, aud revenls the angust method by which the Di-
vine Power works evermore,

ho extent to which this prineiple s adapted to bocome
the foundation of a philosophy of nature sud of mun will
Do npparent upon a little refleetion.  Tha only explanation
which astronomy ean offer of the grest facts of the solar
eystem is, that it originally existed as o diffoscd nebula,
and throegh the lapse of immeasarable ages has boen
elowly evolved into ita prescnt state, Eo, also, with the
cnrth. Geology is but tho biograghy of the planet, and
that but o history of its evolution from the primitive
molten state, through vast periods, up to its present de-
veloptaent, Agnin, the most familiar of all fucts is that
of growth—the evelution of lifs, Each orgauism, plant
and animal, is unfolded from a minute, structareless germ,
through & sncecssion of higher and more comples states,
up to the condition of maturity. And not only is evolae
tion tho eontral and essential fuct of individual life, but »
perusal of the rocky roconds of geological time shows thint
thore how been also a mighty progress of the collective Life
of tho globe. Nor is the world of mind an execption to the
law. With bodily development those is o mental unfold-
ing—an evolution of the paychieal powers in correspond-
eneo with the order of nature, And eo also with the sovial
state; there is an evolution of knowledge, of religion, of
the arts and scionees, of institutions, manners, goyern-
monta, and oivilization itself. Mr. Spencer moy claim the
just honor of having worked out the conditions and the
causes of this stupendons law of evolution, snd of estab-
lishing €he universality of its application.

There has been much absurd eiiticism of Mr. Spencer's
relation to this fundamental principle of his system,
How naturally it grew up in his own mind is shown by
the following pssage from & pamphlet disclaiming in.
debtedness to M. Comte: ““Aud now lot me polat out
that which really Aas exerted n profound influence on iy
course of thought. The truth which Harvey's embryo-
logical inquiries first dimly indicated, which was more
cloarly porevived by Wolf and Goothe, and which wea
put into definite shape by Von Baer, the truth that all or-
ganlo devolopment Is o change from s state of homo.
geneity to o state of heterogeneity—this it is from which
very many of the conclusions which I now hold indirectly
resulted. In Social Statics there is everywhers manis
fested o dominant bellof in the evolution of man aud of
society, There is also manifested the beliel that this
evolution is in both eases determiaed by the incidence of
conditions—1the nctions of eircumstances, And there is
further & recognition of the faet that orgasle and social
evolutions conform to the same law, Falling emid beliels
in evolutions of various orders, everywhere determined
by natural eausce, the Formula of Ven Baer acted as an
organizing prineiple. The extension of it to other kinds
of phenomenn than those of individuul and social organi-
gation, is traceallo through sucerssive stages, (Refer
onees are here made to Lis various writings.) Afterward
there eame recognition of the need for farther limitation
of this formula; nex!, the inquiry into those gencral lnws
of force from which this universal transfonnation nocos-
sarily results; next, tho deduction of these from the ultl-
mnte low of the porsistence of foree; next, the pereoption
thut there ix everrwhiere o process of Thasolution eompli-
mentary to that of Evelution, and finally, the dotonming-
tion of the conditions under which evolution and dissolu-
tion respeetively occur,  The filistion of these resultsis,
1 think, toleralily manifest, The process has been one of
eontinnous development, get up by the sdidition of Von
Baer's law to o uunboer of deas in hurmovy with it."

The larger portion of First Principles is devoted to the
working out of this great prineiple and its firm establish-
ment us the foundation of the subssquent philosophical
superstructure, That a work like this, produced from an
entirely new point of viww, and, therefore, in but slight
accordance with previous systems, should bo at onee ae-
ceplud is, of course, not to be expecied; it is enough that
adlverse critios accond to it o high place swong the contr-
butions to original and advancing thought, D, MeCosl,
for example,in his * lntuitions of Miud,” while contestiog
somo of the doctrines, and questioning w hother theattain.
meont of so vast a scheme is not heyond the prosent pocsi-
Lility of seienos, obzorves of “ First Principlos,’'that ' its
bold generalizations are always sigzestive, und sowe of
them msy in the end be established as the profoundest
laws of tho knowable universe,”

Having unfolded his general method in * First Prinei-

ples'" (which has been before the publie o year or two), Mr.
Speneor pasges an to his main work, giving us the first ine
staliment in the Prisciples of Biology, Vol I of which is
just published. It may not be superfiucus to remark that
Biology is the science which treatsof life in ita most cotn-
prebensive aspeets.  The opinion provailing smong many
that, as life is an inscrutable mystery, nothing postitive or
important ean bo known econcerning it is mischievously
erroneous. The laws of life may bo understood and It is
the knowledge of these which give rise to bivlogical
science. And not only may wo understand them, but they
are of transoendent moment; in the whole rauge of sub-
jocts nocessible to reason none Lavo such urgent and im-
minent claims as those which deal with the laws aud con-
ditions of life.
‘When wo are informed that in the careful breeding of
enttle at least 96 per cout, and of horses %5 per eent, couie
to maturity even in our rugged climate, while of the
race of man no loss than 35 per cont perish in infancy and
youth, and of the least favored claeses full 50 por cent die
before they are seven years old, the subject s found to
haveo appalling attractions for all who eare sught for the
walfare of humanity, Nor does this fearful and wanton
waste of life by any means exhaust the gloomy interest
of the subject.  From tho multitudes that are thus swept
into unripe graves we turn to the liviog and meet the
ghastly question of the guality of life in the multitudes
thot remain, Tracing this promature mortality to its
causce, wo flud that they act i varying degroes and pro-
dnce s wide diversity of effecte, Fhysical and mental con-
ditions stamp themeolves upon the liviug organiam,
DBad diet, imperfect clotling, foul air, impure water, over-
exhausting labor, mental disconragement, evil assocla-
tions, vicions habits and o host of morbifie agencios am
doing their fatal work upon large classes of socicty. HBut
while thousands perish, the stream of 1ifo itself is pois
oned, 5o that these destructive ngencies ure peen, Bot only
in untimely death, but in & discased and debilitated stock,
which imparts its own jmperfections to ita progeny, and
thus curses unborn generstions, Organie imperfections,
constitutional weakness, bodily aud mental maladics, aud
even tendencies to crime,are transmiesible from parentsto
offspring. The laws of heteditary descent,which earry down
likenesses of form and featurs sud bodily peeullaritics
from generation to generation, carry also bodily  snd
mental debility, talnts of blood, predisposition to sorofuls
and insanity, morbid appetites, feeble self-coutrol, sud
dominance of the lower propensities.

The human problem is thus deepened. The imperfece
tions of mman and the consequent evils of society nre yery
fur from being accounted for by present external condi-
tions. The living organism is what it is through the co-
operation of two great fuctorsa—tho influcnced it receives
from the universe, and the influences it inherits from an-
costral organismns. Tho subject is therefore doully con-
trollable; tho outward conditions mey bo altersd, while
the human stock, like that of the lower anlmals, may be
improved. The life thrown away mey be saved, deterio-
rated organization may be reinvigorated; but this can
only be done throngh knowledge. Bociety must compre-
hend something of the laws and conditivus oflife. Nor
will o plous fatalism, with its theclogical soporilies, in-
scrutable dispensations, mysterious ways of Providen
and the like, avail forever to pallinte and perpstuste I'i
general ignorancs upon the subject. There are encouraging
symptoms that it is begiuning to recelve the attention it
deserves. The general question, in its public and practi-
cal bearings, is treated with admirable sbility by Dr,
Howe in his recent ** Report of the Board of State Chari-
ties of Maasachusetts,” o document which i8 an honor
alike to its author and bis State, and which should be
seattered broadeast through the land.

Mr, Bpencer's “Principles of Biology" is s systematic and
comprekensive treatise upon this subject, in which he ad-
dreasos himpelf to it purely a8 & man of science, to unfold
the laws of 1ife as part of the philosophy of nature. The
relation of constitution to conditions, the intercourse and
reactions of organisms and environment and that modifi-
ability of living beings through descent which is the key
of evolution—this is the axial conception upon which

tarns in his system. “ First Principies’ 'pre,
perea for it; the Biology develops it in the field of life;
the will still further unfold it, sud it will be
found the sll-elucidating ides of the Bociology. The
Principles of Biology is therefore s text-book for thinkers,
and will be indispensablo to every student of the intellee-
tunl movement of the age in ita bearing upon the progress
of society and the nature and destiny of man.

Afer treating the
genors] nature of organfe matter, the actions of forces
upon it,and the reactions of ersuuic matter on forces, Mr,
Spencer enters upon the profound question of the nature
of life, of which ho gims to work out & more definite and
comprohensive coneeption than hashitherto been attainod.
The range of discvssion in Part IL—the Inductions of
Diclogr—will be indieated by the titles of the chaptera.
They aro L, Growth: 11, Development: 111,, Funetion:
IV, Weste and Repair: V., Adaptation: VI, Individu-
ality: VIL, Genesis: VI, Heredity: IX., Varintion:
X., Genesis, Horedity and Vanation: X1., Cldssification:
XIL., Distribution,

Mr, Spencer apens the third Imrl'a.frlm yolume on the
Evolution of Life, with a discussion of the relative elaims
of the 8pocial Creation Hypothesis, and of the Evalution
Hypothesis, Iie accopts the latter and prosents in a very
clear aud foreible manner the various srzuments in it
favor, from embrrology, morphology, distribution sud
classification. Thero has been no end to denunciation of
the Development Ilypothesis ns o plocs of irnde absurd-
ity, scientifically worshless nnd morally pernicions; but
this is hardly tho true method of gottling the question.
Let thoso who kave hitherto sppealsd to prejudice and
dealt in invective, Iny their passion aside and give the
public n straightforward and logical answer to Mr. Fpon-
cor's arguments. Thoe interests of truth will be thereby
promoted.

Wa have attempted to show as fully as is possibla withe
in the spaco at our cornmand, that this philosophy is not n
piece of aimloss and barren specalstion. Nothing can bo
of this character which affords a deeper clue to the work-
ings of nature and this gives a higher understunding of
the method of tho Suprome Cause.  But the nobleness of
Spencer's Philosophy is best discerned in the conscious
convergence of ull ita lines of inquiry to the great end of
buman beneficence, In this it differs profoundly from all
preceding syatems, Its ultimste boaring is upon humsn
well-being, and it is the lofty inspiration of his purpose
which commands ovr ehiofest admiration. A philosophy
grounded in the positive knowledge which enforees uni-
versal assent—which starts with data that all men enn
confirm, and sdvances from this point to the consideration
of the most momentous suhjocts of homan interest—
edueation, urt, othies, government, and social iustitutions,
gtanda in majestic contrast to the parrowness and inade
quacy of preceding systews,

If the very name of philosophy hus fallen into contempt
from tho cmptiness of its results, wo must not furget the
disadvantagos under which its cultivators have labared in
the past periods of imperfoct knowledge, and we should
gladly weleome the prowise of ita elovation to s higher
ploce 1 the respect and reverence of mankind.

It has boen happily sald that ** Hlerbert Spencer is
the grostest of Englishmen, bocauso hie is so little of an
Englishinan.” e bulongs to the world of thought rather
than to Lis natiooality; to civilization rather than to
Britaiv. When estimated scconling to his principles,
sympathios, and aspirations, he is wore of an Awerican
than  European. Mo lives lo o countyy” which cliugs to
the past and fears the future—which worships precodents
and dreads principles. Abundant reason has such s
comntry to * beware when God lets loose a thinker” upon
its sofl, and in this case it is true to the instinets of the
situation, Mr, Spencer has been systewatieally Jgnored
by tho leaders of opinion in hiseountry; and while his
writings have had a powerful influence upon the thinking
fiow, tho Euglish puliic huve given him the full benefit of
the “cotspiruey of silonce,”  Tustead of weeting with the
rewnrd o whieh the scope of his gonlus and the valoe of
Lis labors justly entitles hiw, he hus been left to publish
his works at his own expenuse, and in this way has lost
thousands of dollars,

This policy ho eannot affurd to continue, and, accord-
ingly, his Amerioan readers have boen lately stariled by
the antouncement of the diseoutinusnee of hin system of
philosoply for lack of atpport. That Mr, Spencer should
bo compelled to abandon bis great undertaking for n canes
of this kind is discroditable to his conutry, and if England
can aford it, America cannot. It would be & disgrace to
tho age, and must on no necount be permitted.

If wo are yot bebind Europe in the production of great
philosophic thinkers, we aro a long way i advanees of her
in their genoral appreciation, and in reducing the truths
they estublish to the practice of life. While England did
not want enongh of Spenecr's ¥ Priveiples of Education” to
poy the expenses of izsuing 4 saall edition, in this conntey
edition after edition has been ealled for, and not ouly
bave many thousand coplos boen sold, but the work has
exertod a powerful jufluence upon educational mansge.
ment in families and seliools. Ard while the growth of
enlightetied opinion aud Lutnaue feollng among curselves
brought on a conflict of bloas which resulted 14 s wmiglhty
clash of the elements of barbarism and clvilization, and
while England was jeeriug ut the mortal siriggle asa
carnival of brutality—the foal aud blondy sequel of the
groat democratio exporiment—we published potne seven-
toen thousand coples of the various works of this profound
writer, and accorded to him the full pecuninry rights of
an American anthor, Mis thinking has thus taken a
decp bold of the American mind, and we eannot certainly
tot him stop work now, for our interest in indopendent
thought and the progress of institutions is more esrnest
than ever sinco the war. It in hardly possible that his lib-
eral eountrymen will suffer tho discontivuauen of Mr. Spon-
cor's Philosophy; but if England chooses to neglect him,
Americs will vindigate the libesality of the nge, and seo
1o It that Le (s put beyond embarrasaucnt in the further
oxecution of his great philosoplic plan,
