THE METRIC SYSTEM,

thronghout the United States to employ the weights and
measures of the metric syetem, and contains a schedule of
such weights and measures assimilating those at pres-
ent in use in this country to those in use in France. The
mweasares of length are in meters, one of which is
vqual to 3 inches and 37-100ths of an inch, The meas-
ures of surfuce &ro in square meters or centars, 100
of which are denominated arcs, 100 of the latter being
denominated heetres, one of which is equivelent to two
weres and 471,000ths of sn sere. The mrasures of upncitg
are in litres, equal to one-quart and about one-seventiet
of o quart, The weighta are in grammes, 100 of whichare
denominated a hectogramme, equal to three ounces and
527,000ths of an ounce, svoirdupois. In other words, an
ourice is oqual to 28 grammes and 31-100ths of a gramme,

T reply to & question by Mr. Niprack, Mr, Kassox
stated thut the bill autborizing the use of the metric sys-
tem wonld go into effect as o permissive measure merely.

Allthet &, arta and individuals who were willing and
desirons to adopt it would do so after the passage of the
act, 1t was not compil at any time, The Committee

did got feel nuthorized to determine the time when this
system shonld supersede exclusively the present systom of
rei'ghn and measurcs, but it is desired to legalize the
gyriem.
