Torosto, June 28, 1868,
Mr. (alt, the Finanes Minister of Canada, has, in his
budget for the yesr, inangurated a Free Trade policy.
When Lord Monck was sent to Canada, with the high-
sounding title of Governor-General of British Americas, Le
bad two things in charge: to procure s reduction of the
Cansdian tarift, and to bring about an union, federal or
fegislative—the latter would have been preferred—aof the
British Awmerican Provinees, The prescnt tarif ranges
from 10 to 30 per cent duty. It has not undergone any
considerable alteration sinco 1830; and for these seven
yoars it has been an object of denunciation by the mapu-
facturers of Shefliold und Manchestor; and these partics,
with the Zimes for their advovate, have given
Mr. Gult some trouble, He bore all their complaints with
what equasimity ho conld till other difficultios arose.
When Congress abrogated the Reeiprovity treaty acry
arose liere for the adoption of Fres Trude policy, on the
notion that if the Canadians lowered their tarift they would
sell an immense quantity of ﬁ.'d‘ to Americans, who
would come over hete, a8 travel or sumething else, to
futeh thew; and if they took them across the line without
the payment of duty, it was none of the business of Cana-
digns.
