THE FRONTIER OF FRANCE,

A dispatch, dated Paris, the 9th of Auguat, and
published in Tug Taeseke of yesterday, states that
the French Government had addrossed a note to Prus.
sin, pointing out that the great changes in the polit-
feal organization of Germauny render it necessary
that ** the Freuch frontier should be rectified by an ac-
cession of territory to Frauce,” and that in a farther
communieation of the Sth of August, to the Cabiuet of
Berlin, the Freuch Goverment demanded ** the vestora.
tion of the French froutier as it evisted in 1814," A
Berlin dispatch, likewise dated the 9th of August, says
that Prussia had not yet replied to the French demand
Jor an extension of the frontier to the Rlime,

The Paris and Boclin telegrama are not, as some of
onr cotemporarios in their references to them seem to
nssume, identical. 'We have already briefly indicated
inour issue of yesterday that such is not the case.
The Paris treaty of the 30th of May, 1814—the Lighly
interesting deseription of which in Allison’s '* Histary
of Europs” we give on another page—restored the
French frontier s it existed in 1792, before the out-
break of the revolutionary wars. At that time,
bardly & single town, which, from 1815 up to the pres-
ent year, belonged to the German Confederation, lay
within the frontier of France, The treaty gave,bowever,
to conquered Frauce, in excess of its old landmarks, the
towns of Saarbruck and Baarlouls, which now belong
to Prussis, the town of Landau, situate in the présent
Bavarian Palatinate, and the towns of Charlemont,
Marienbourg and Chimay, which new . form part of
the Belgian Kingdom. The grant was {taken back by
the Second Paris Peace of the 20th of Novewber,
1815, a8 a punishment for the new disturbance of the
peace of Europe by the restoration of the Napoleonic
rla. :

The only years in the entire history of Germany
from 857 until the present day, when the Rhine
congtifuted the recognised frontier betwoey Goy-
many and  France, were those from 1801
