The axcursion of the Presidential party from
Albasy so Aubarn to-day waa not marked by any incldent of
s notewerthy character. At Albany there was o preity large
crowd assombled to witness the departure; but st the other
statious along toe ronte whero stoppages were mads, exoopt
ot Syracase, the quictoess of the erowd assembled
was  notloeabls, and showed that the people had
coma togetber to ves rather thau to weloome the Proal-
denl. Inwomo lustances, the Presidont wenld not receive
a cheer when he appeared, and not until Grant and Farragat
eams forward did 1ke erowd show any esthusissm at all. The
party left the Dolavan Houe, Albany, at & o'clock, and were
excorted throogh a large cruwd of paople to the Central Rall-
rond depot (n short distance) by ihe Dargers Corps. Heren
traln,oonsisting of two very elegant passcnger care,s lunoh car
and o baggago car, were provided for the party, Afterall
hands wers on board it was discovered that a couplo of canes
presonted to the Presidont aud Scorchn  of State had been
left behind, and servants wore sent back Lo the botel for them.
This occupiad some five minutes, which was speni by the party
in abaking bands throuih the ecar window with the
sovereigne below. Admiral Farragot who ts a Jliy tar,
if thera ever wna one, and  who * has  been
brimful of fan and good maturo from the start delights in
those popular demonsirations, Tuialog from the car window
with a big smbie on lis face, he remarked of the crowd “The
pcamps, what o good time they are having,” The parly were
areompauted by Tharlow Weed and Johin Stryker.  The Iatter
