Tn aceordance with the arrangements mads, a grand ball
‘waa given the Presidential party st night at the Iuterna
tlonal. The large dluing-room of the hotel was uaed for the
oocaslon, and Miller's Band of Baffale farnisbod the musie for
dazelng. Very little decdration was observahle, s fow sotion
flags being suspeuded from the chandeliers, nod one or two
fings hanging over the doore. The danos commanced abont 9
o'olook, and was participsted in by some 190 souple.
