surpneging love of country.  We long loved and hon-
ored bim as one of those who saw cloarly and felt
desply that it was not Right but Wrong that endan-
gered our Union—thiat it was Blavery, not anti-
Slavery, that imperiled the Nution's existence.

We never heard any but Copporheads assert that
“he great business of this Administration is the de-
struction of 8lavery,” What we understood was that
the Adwinisteation should put down the Rebellion in
the shortest and surest way. I Slavery or Abolition
stood in the way of onr National iutegrity, the Gos-
ermment was to wulk right over the obstacle in its
single-minded devotion to the maintenance of the
Union.

But we are utterly unable to reconcile Mr, Seward's
averment that ** Slavery was kifled yoars ago,” with
his gravo assurance, in Lis dispatch to Minister Day.
ton at Paris, April 22, 1861, that

“The Territories will remain in all respeets the same,
whethor the revolution shall sogeeed or shall fall.  The condi-
tion af Slarery in the several Sates will romaiem just the same,
whether it ouccend or fail, There is ot even o pretexi for ke
complaint that the dlsaffected States are to be cotiaerod by
the United States if the revalation fabla; for the rights of the
Sintes wnd the condition of every bring dn them will romaln
stibifuect 10 pxactly the snme laws and forms of sdministration
whither the revolution shall suceeed or whother it sholl fail.
In the one case, the States wonld be federally connccted with
the mew confoderacy; in the otber, ¢ would, an now, be
wombers of the United States; but their constitutions and
Inws, customa, habite aud Institutions, in elther case, will re.
main the same.” »

—Muost certainly, he conlil not honestly write thus
who believed that * Slavery was killed years ago,”
or that “‘its death-knell was tolled when Abraham
Lineolu was clected President.”

I3 it & roligions
duty to keep Blacks from voting under suy circum-
stances?  And if the same *‘seal of disapprobation”
is found sot mpon Whitos, is Mr. Woud prepared to
exolude them from excrcising the right of anffrage !
Will he say, will he dare to say that he is prepared to
disfranchise Whites who are ignorant and unintelli-
gent! Not he! He would eut off his right hand be-
fore he would say it! It is the color of the skin,
then, not the intellectnal or woral deficiencies, to
which be oljects. 8o Mr. Wood's * dewocracy,”
after all, is only #kin deep! 8o we havo always
thonght, and so we now find it logieally proved to be.

Nobody is forced to profiss to beliove what in his
heart he does not believe, and it is a wean and dis-
graceful thing for the sake of filthy lucre and personal
emolument and political advancement to be babbling

Nobody asks any more than this for the
Black, in this city, in South Carolina, anywhore; and
whoever would deny this would be very likoly to
gwindle his partner in business,

But even the most bitter projudice cannot be con.
girtent.  * If there is any distinction,” said F. W,
o hetween & negro and o New-England Abolitionlst,
“that distinction is in favor of the negro,”  Yet the
New-Bagland Abolitionist is white,  God has n't set
auy wark npon hin more than upon Fornando Wood.
I« ho prepared to disfranchise all Abelitionists !
Would n't that be rather sweeping about this time 1
And why should he stop there ! Why not disfran-
cliise all mombers of the Republienn party, all Demo-
erats disagrosing with Mr. Wood, nll men over six
foct bigh, if they have also red bair and soub noses !
In fact, necording to his theory, everybody would be
cnt off from voting except Mr. Wond and his own par-
ticular following, Nicely limited our elections would
be !

Thera may be arguments against admitting Blacks
to the Right of Suflrage, deawn from considerations
of expedieney, and if so0, we are willing to listen to
them: but we are not yet preparcd to go to Mr.

There is o Iittle passage in Mr, Seward’s specch at
Bath Creek, on the 5th inst., which is deserving of
even o late attention. ** Do vou want Aundrew John-
son Prosidont or King 1" asked the Premier. What
Mr. S8ewnrd meant exactly we de not pretend to know,
for ho has said o great many odd things sinee he
started upon his travels ; bat for oarselves, putting
this and that together, we can only interpret this
utterance a3 a threat, especially as the population of
Bath Creck does not appear to have been ina very
amiable mood. In fact, at the tiwme, there was< a
protty little game of bullying poing on upon bath
sides, into the spirit of which the ** President or King™
immediately entered, asking the citizons bow they
could be so **lost to propriety  as not to treat him
“like n gentleman " After this interrogutory, the
report says that there was *' more disturbance,” but
the train moved on without any popular resort to

States have not had suflicient warning of the fate
awalting them should they nusbebave themselves,
and for ought we know a first-rate Broadway honse
may have slready received an order to purchase the
crown jewels. ** Tam the State,” suid Louls XIV.;

meanders up ond down the land as if he were @
soparato estate of the realm, omnipotent, omniscient,
and (by virtne of railways) omnipresent. This, it
mist be owned, is & duleet fix for the great Republio
to have got into.
