Time after
time, we have remarked that a State bas no right to
break up the Unfon any moere than s County has t0
break nup the State.

Mr. Holden's Address to the people of North Caro-
lins earsfilly avoids making any direct issue with the
President, and indeed nssumes that the Constitutional
Amendment carrica ont his principles.
