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nent pettlors, there is no doubt that for travelers it i
one of the most favorable in the world. It takes fat
from the corpulent and gives it to the lean; it
strengthens delicate lungs and paints pallid faces with
solor; and in spite of “‘their air and alkall water,"
it invigorates every function of the system. 1 donbt
whether any of us, at home, could have ventured on
wading in the mmow, being ducked in ice-water, and
esmpivg on the damp earth with the same imponity.

We still followed up the Bine River, now so dimin-
{shod that its clear, swift waters had no power to stop
our progreas. After pamesing through dilapidated
foresta of fir and pine for an hour, the trall entered o

sloping moontain moadow, several miles long, with
» vista of shining peaks at either end.  Now flowers—
turquoise-blue, purple and yellow—sprinkled the turf;
the alr was filled with reinons odors, and the san-
whine had iuol sufficiont power to take the iey edge oft
the air and make it froeh and inspiring. The trail,
for the moat part, was dry_and firm, and our travel
hecame™umething more of*a Iuzury than it had been
during the previous days,

Nenr the head of the valley, immediately under the
enowy ridge, there was a great fraot which the gold-
washiors bsd gone over with unsparing band. It must
Bave been o rich placer, for two or three inhabited
oabins rewnnin, and there were sigus of recent Inbor,
"Ibe snow-drifts lay thick all aronnd, the grass wos
Just beginning to shoot, and the three-months'
Summer pf the Lighor ranges, during which enly gold-
washing can be ocarried on, had barely made its
sppearsnce. The mesidents were absent (probably

wpeoting), and there was no living creature to be
woen, oxoept a forlomn donkey,

Beyond this spot we came unoxpectedly npon the
gutumil of the pass. Our accent from Brockenridge

nd been vary gradual, and we had not goessed the

reat elovation of the latter plice nbove tho saa-level,
his route Lias been sarvered, and onr guide, Mr.
Natthews, pointed cut the stakes from time to time
with great satiafaction, The top of the pass is a little
below the timber line, and the stake there is marked
“ 1,000 feat.” The average ascent on the sonth
pide is 90 foet to the mile, while the deseent on the
morth only sverages 70 feet. The building of a rail-
yoad would not be attendod with the slightest difii-
eulty. This pass, dividiog the Middle from the South
is, aa I have explained in a former lotter, also
the watarshed betwoen the Atlantic and Pacifie.
The grand off-shoots of the main chain of the Rocky
Monutains, 80 pumerous and so lofty, are apt to lead
hmr astray, snd give an impres<on of diffioulties,
which disappear on 8 closer scquuintance with the
prgion. The first entrance of thie Paoific Rallroad
fnto the monntains will be found, I lu.-rect. quite as
difficult as the passsge of the dividing ridge.

W halted on the summit, to enjoy the narrow but
~ory striking views luto the opposite Packs.  North-
Neard, wo looked down the loug groen meadow, with
Jts inclosiog slopes of furest, to 8 lino of snow-led

in the middle distance, and then s higher and
ainter Hne, rosily fushed, s bundred miles away—
the northery wall of the Pack.

Jey of the Platte, & deep gray-green trough, curving
wat of sight among the Tum-r raoges, bore o striking
pesomblance to the upper valley of the Saco, as you
iwl upon it from Mount Willard, Beyoud it, the
neroasing dimness of each line of mountains, u-‘ld of
Vroad, invisible plains between; and the fartber peaks,
scareely to be detached from the air, wers the werest
Wlipine phantoms. Directly to the west of ns, how-
ever, tose & koot of tremendous snowy Steeps
sowned by a white, anbroken cone, This is Mount
ineoln, bellovad to be tho bighest point in Coloado.
‘he estimntes vary between 15,000 and 18,000 foet,
Bt the most trustworthy metsurement—which also
corresponds with its spparent elevalion above the
aks=—in 16,600 foet. lLater in the seszon, it can be
scended without maeh difficulty.

Tho nscent was qnite gradual, yot we soon passed
the timber line, and the flelds of snow crept down
the steeps of grass avd rock, ever nearer, foed-
iug the torrent which rnshed throngh the gorge.
