THE THREATENED REBELLION INIRELAND.

Wo binve better reason for expecting snother rebel-
lion in Irelaud than even the invasion of Canada, or
the resolution of the American Fenians, Our Irish
citisens are colleciing arms and sending means to
their friends in Treland, and James Stephens, who bas
probably left the country, has promised that befure
tho year onds the fight for Irish Independence will b
gin. But far more significant thau any open action
of the Irish, is the fact that the British Government is,
preparing for n struggle:

The oable has Lrought the nows of arrests of sns-
peoted Fenians st Limerick and elsewhere, sud the
suigure of large quantities of arms, sud this newsis
more than confirmed by the important latters from
our Dublin correspondents, which we print to-day.
Wo belfeve their reports may be trusted, for
though tha English papers are utterly sllent
in regard to the rumored outbreak, what
little news we got by the cable indicstes that the
excitement in Ireland on Nov. J0th bas not been
lossensd. ‘Twanty militia regiments, it Is sald, bave
beon ordered to Ireland, & late rumor which shows a
feoling of alarm which the Government would in vain
soek to hide, Troops have been sent to sl party of
Ireland, our ocorrespondents say; horss sud foot
garrison  the towns;  gun-boats patrol  the
cosst; the fortifications of Dublin  are
being stmeagiheved. This s strung confirmation
of Mr, Btephens's promise, for so strong ia the prmed
hand by which Great Hritain always grasps Irelacd
that an incroase of force proves the mpprehension of
unusual resistance,  On the other hand, wo learn that
the oircles of the revolutionists in Ireland are active,
and that meotings are held and reports reoeived in
spite of ths watobfulness of the Goverument. *The
conduct of the people,” writes one of our correspond.
eats, **is such as would lend one to believe that some
great and terrible step was on theeve of being taken.”

Tho suggestion that the British Govornment intends
to adopt s policy different from that of last year is
probably too true, The last insurrection was pre.
vonted by the arrest ot the leaders, and was followed
by the invasion of Cauada; that failed chinfly be-
ostise of Ahe action of the United States, and
pow the rebellion breaks out anew in Ireland.
England may now chioose to deal with this question
in sterner fashion, and all the preparations made fur
attack and defense, the troops quietly sent to Ireland,
seem Lo indioate that this rebellion is not to be treated
with the ounce of prevention, but the terrible pound
of oure. The mowent the Irish patriots appearin
arms, and rally the people to the flag of
an Irish  Republic, they give Great Britam
excuse for bloody messures. The courts will givo
way to the drumbesd court-martial, and eaptured
robels will ba shot or hung without the formality of
trisl. Unlosa this policy has been resolved upon, we
do not think that the British Government would have
made unusual preparations for defopso. It knows
too well, we foar for the bonor of Ireland, the
uames and the hiding-places of the Irish leaders;
it could have seized them before this, and thus once
more baflled anid postponed the Fenian movement.
It looks to us ae if Groat Britain had detormined now
to moeet Treland aud to crush her, once for all. We
bave no hope to give her enthusinstic children. The
power of England is to that of Ireland, as a giant toa
dwarf, and the epeedy overthrow of Feninnlam appears
ipevitable. We can only trust that our fears of a
dreadful punishment of the revolutionists may prove
to be unfounded.

and eutertained; and it is well for the harmony of the
world that it isso, Henevolont minds would regard
it n good turn of things il the world's poor conld-ap-
preciate & night at the opers, and the world's rich
could take  sentinental visit to the poor-honse, But
all things follow u law of uature, and those who gens.
ibly contrast the Winter miseriesof & grest city with
its pleasures must be content to observe that the
theater, in its way, i4 not an unimportant edicator of
men's charitics.

We do not popularly make bonevolence a bigh art,
or suljoct it ordinarily to the urgent canons of emo-
tionl eriticism; bot, on the other hand, the common
run of theatricals is not to be considered s very high
or very fine art, while sudiences and sight-seera are
proverbially genorous to bad actors and bad painters.

During the morning
rumors wore curent that a prominent bank had been
a sufforer throngh certified chooks; but these mmors
were qnieted by statements that the amount was tri-
fling. Banks of the most solid charncter ealled their
loansfreely, and good borrowers in the stock trade were
ready to pay 7 per cent in gold for money. Gold,
under the pressure for money, sold as low as 1374,
from up-town commercial quarters came report® of
pumerons failures or oxtensions of dry goods bonsas,
unimportant singly, but as awhole the souree of unca-
gineas to money-lenders and creditors. The scenes of

Just now, Labor is more plentiful than em-
ployment; and whoever can and will pay for work
can got it, North or Bouth, Black or White.

The fullowing paragraph, from The Jefferson (Texas)
Bulletin, is & falr example of the way in which the
Soutbern people are deceived. It is well answored
by The McKinney Messenger, o loysl paper published
in Collin County, Texas. But for one true statement
of the Conatitutionsl Amepdment in the Southern
papers, there are ten misrepresentations:
