sud it proceeds on the r bl ion that
States nnreprosentod in this Congroas must abide the
judgment.of the next before they can get ropresonta-
tives inside the Hall. Proper safeguards against
neglect, mischance, frand, or force, Ate provided
hy the bill, and the measure is meant to  pre-
serve to Congress its just control uver its own affairs,
no matler who may seck to interfere with them.

The President yestenday sont & message to the
House in reply to o resolution asking for information
concerning the pardon of the Hebel Gen. J. E.
Pickott, who sanctioned the banging of & nimber of
Union men of North Carolivn, Gen. Holt recom-
mended the arrest of Pickett, but the Secretary
of War, in o letter to the President, deemed it
preferable to wait for a decieion of the Supreme
Court.

THE EVACUATION OF ROME.

(o soptembor 15, 1864, France aud Ltaly concludod
a couveution over the affairs of Roma, It waa agreed
primarily that Ttaly should neither attack nor permit
attack upon the territorial temporality of His Holineas,
Popo Pius the Ninth; second, that France should with-
draw hor Pontifical garrigon within two years; third,
that Ttaly should not protest azainat a Papal army,
oven if composed of foreign Cathiolic volunteers, aufhi-
oient to guard the Papal froutior as well a« intorior, pro-
viding, of course, that the Pope ghould not be &0 rash
i to conlrive or provoke war with hisunlioly neighbor.
Finally, the Govornmont of Italy declared its roadi-
noss Lo armuge 1o tnko charge of a proportionate part
of tho dobt of the formor States of the Church, and,
as & corollary (o thoso propositions, it was understeod
that the capital of Italy would ba removed from Turin
to Florsuce. Dut the covenant does not appear to
havo beon entirely satisfactory, The Pope was sen-
siblo that ita terms simply implied that two very
solicitous nations would wateh him carefully whila he
waa allowed to dio st his convenience.  He could bave
France to take care of him, and thue nurse its holy
invalid with the gentlest of bayomets, or bo could
orgauisa an army of bisown out of all sorts of the faith-
ful willing to accep! pay for their salvation, und keep
the good people of tho Papsoy from auathomatixing
the Holy Father. But the Couvention only took
care of Lis lands; it did wot relievo him from sueh o
bed of thorns as a threatoned spontancois revelul i
of tho people of Rome. Tt would havo been ro com-
fort to 81, Lawroneo of old to know Uial, while his
body was being devoured by torture, A million of
acres had been left to him by two designing
mlatives.  The Pops  had  beon  endeavoring
for many years Lo sloop over an Eloa, bul holy water,
salutary though it may be as a wpiritual baptism,
wanted the temporal virtue fo cool or quench thosq
Titans of veform who belong to steam as well as to
firo. Be ho never ko quiet a Pope, there never,was #o
restloss a people; and il he oould gleep on top of &
rovolution, they had 1o keep awako under an
incubus. The Pope wns unowsy about conspira-
cies aud  revolutionary ogencies; so the terms
of the convention were interpreted by France to
reatrict the Italian Government from employing,
among other violent means against the Fope, the
maneavors of revolutioniats and agitators, all *“moral
means” to * consist sololy in the forces of civilization
and progress,” and the only legitiniate nspirations to
be * those whose object ia the recouciliation of Italy
with the Papaey.” The trausfer from Turin to
Florence had au obvious military mesning, and
was a pledge 1o France. M. Drouyn de Lhuys
furtbor explaied that *“the ovent of a revolution
breaking out spontancously at Rome s not foreseen
by the convention, and France reserves her liberty
of action for this eventnality,” while the Ilalisn Cab-
inet is to conservo the policy of Count Cavour, who
“doclared thit Rome could only be united to Ttaly
and beoome its capital with the consent of France.”
The tone of Gon. La Marmora's letter of reply
evidently signifies that this extra-French intepretation
of the code was somewhst unnccessary. [Italy
must of course cherish aspirations nunfriendly to the
temporality of the Pope; but, as these moral desires
“ helong to the nativnal conseience, they connot form
the snlject of an internationsl discussion.” Haly
wonld abide by Lier compact, and, in an attitude of
strict non-intervention, await its end. The Govern-
ment of France having reserved ita liberty for the
aventuality of an outbreak in Rome, Italy could do no
Joas than save for hersell tho samo freedom, The
convention, while it, no doubt, served a purpose not
altogether inimical to Ttaly, waa denounoed alike by
the Roman Catholic party and the frionds of Gari-
baldi nod Mazeini. But Gens. La Marmora and Cial-
dini, of Victor Emanuel’s Ministry, and Baron Ricaso-
li, o distinguished ex-Minister, favored it as a measure
of prudence and economy. Said Ricasoli: “It is
eventually cortain that the Italians will count among
their finest jewols, the noblest and the greateet of
them all, the City of Rome. We are in effect taking

The Pope will have still left him
his holy janissaries recruited from every *Kngdom,
and ready, il need be, to slaughter the shriven and un-
shriven in the namo of the cross. That blessed body-
guard cannot be lurge enough to feel that in meeting
o larger number of their foes, they assuredly oarry
with them certain religions mystitications of vietory.
On the coutrary, it will be well enough if they yet
succeedfp muzzling & poor Romau on & dark road at
night. .

+ The evacuation of Rome by the French troops begun
on the 11th, and is procesding to-day. Thus is sbout
to pass off the stage of history the rear-guard of the dark
ages. Desperate abuse of power in the name of re-
ligion; crime committed as policy; the heart of the
people wrung out of their prayers in order to feed an
exchequer; pomp and ciroumstance such as no other
sutocratio power bas so applied to bring
alike the conscience and mind of man under the do-
minion of his follow; these are the phases of & history
for which there is no parallel in its grandeur and rad-
poess, and such & history is that of the temporality of
Rome. It has served its day, and, in certain respeocts,
its duty, no doubt; but this, it seems to us, must have
been very loog sgo. The intrinsic naefulness of the
Church of Rome &8 8 material power is many centuries
stale. It bad long ceased to menaos kings, to excom-
munioats prinoes, and burn out heresy. Laoking the

power to admonish the roat, (f long age consed to be

cent Popes seoms to have been apest prinoi.
pally in admimistering the cstate of their pre-
deosssory, awaiting  pervously the  Hms  when
they should rocelve notioo of ovic-
tion from its roal owners, the poople, Pops
Plas tho IXth is about to go out of business.  All the
hottar, we say, for bim and for the world. Priests
liave no calling to tradg and pray st tho same time;
to denl in uanry ae gathorers of taxes from the peapls,
and belwoen Churoh-craft and Stato-orafl sall religion
in effect, as Judas sold Christ. The day of
Ahat sad misuso of Christian  autbority ought now to
expire by Nmitation, Whatever bo the goodnoss and
greatness of individoal examples in & chinreh that has
givou #0 many saints to the calsndar, though on the
othor hand it has sent ita tyrants unscourged into
histors, wo hoid it best that the memory of the
sainta ghould rest in better eauctuary than
among the maty rubbish of a now almost effote
tyranny. Batter by far that the people should ba-
eoms more healthful, and therefore more holy, by the
eolargemant of tho liberty to possess their own minds
and to worship aceording to tho sincerity of
thoir hearts, than (that a colloge of learned
oppressors should be supported in tomporsl away.
If the possescion of one acre of Roman territory—
held by no more solemn tenure, carthly or divine,
than that with which British superstition clings to ita
law of promigeniture—could work good to the world
or roligion, we should be glad to seo the Pope romain
alord of lands as well a3 churches. DBut there
are milliona of clamorous lhieirs to the proporty ho
holds,and lot him bo ever #o tenacious, might must
bo ot last with the right, The evacustion of Rome,
if it haralds the downfall of the tomporal Papuey,
aignifies oven more. It is the beginning of the
end of many wrongs extending through all Europs
—a roluctant and moody concession to progressive
civilization, and the earnest and onward will of the
poople. The Church and the Btate ars hereafter to bo di-
voroed, and may that diverce be final, nnless the apirit
of the people and of liberty peunetrates the church wa
it has already entered the council chamber and the
parliament.  Whothor it be the Church of England or
the Church of Itome that is destined for the divorce,
the world, let us bope, will bo the gainer,  That we
desire not more for the sake of the State than that of
the Chureli; but for Liberty's sake also.

THE CITIZENS ASSOCIATION.

The abridged Report we publish this morning o
ths Excoutive Council of the Citizens' Asavciation
will give tho people of New-York some idea of the
sood sorvice which is being rendered by that body to
the canso of municipal refurm in this oity. That auch
ati Association was imperatively demanded, the fucts
disclosed in the Report will make manifest to all.
When rockloss exttavagaocs and  ahameless
corruption had become common, to the disgrace
of our city, and’to the bitter cost of her
people in the sbape of burdensome taxation, it
was high time that mea of public apirit, and of tried
probity, should combine to expose and put down the
eystamatic plundering which was enriohing the few at
the expense of the many., How the Citizens' Asso-
cintion has done its work aa yet, lot the report spoak.
Enough ia disclosed by it to make us hopelul for
e future, and to iuduce every lover of order,
and every foa te jobbery, to rango him-
well on the side of the Association, aud render it all
possible ail in prosscuting the good work it has in
band. The disgraceful condition of eur wharves and
plers, the nefarious gas contract, the lavish outlay on
the New Court-House to put money into the pockots
of jobbers, and the other similar matters alluded to
in the Report, all show the weeessity for united and
vigorous aotion 1o rescue the city funds out of the
hands of jobbers, The report refers to the obstructive
influences which the Associntion has to encounter in its
labors, But opposition should not discournge them,
and wo are glad to find that it does uot. It ought
rather to act as a stimulus to wore strenuous exer-
tious in devising and applying remedial mensmres.
The work of the Association must, however, be re-
ganded  as,  after all, ounly initintory, It is
but the prepariug of the way for something uitre
gweeping than it s in the power of nny local
voluntary body to originate and muke thoroughly
effoctive. In this view the reélection to our State
Legislature of the men who stand  pledged
to the reform of our City Government is an encour-
aging circumstance; and the recent vole of the people
for & State Convention is snother hopeful sign.
New-York must be redeemed from the disgrace which

upon her, which is waking her a gy-word in other couy-
tries, and throwing diseredit on republican institutions,

—and, lastly, a motley wvarioty of men, of difforent
social gradée, some educated and some ignorant, some
refined and some coarse, gentlemen aud loafers, well-
born end low-born, whoe are united by & common
hatred of the Government which conquered and now
controls them, and who mean to fight on asmall
scale foru cause which they failed to suvcessfully
defend upon o large one. Gen, Sickles's report shows
that Law and Justics have not sttuived very firm
footholds in South Carolina—that erime is not yet
intimidated, and vielence: not yot sbashed —that
men of blood are atill bold and busy, and murderonsly
meddlesome—that the peacful and law-abiding still
Eoe:l t'horg the military protection of Lheir lives and
their Pmp.ﬂ’-.—llra,; “Sm lwilltm- Iuj'l.lj!{l! ﬂl.h;

age will, not seldom with impunity. When felony,
howover chivalrons or however bedizened with a fine
uatae, is fashionable smong the upper sort, what
wonder is it that the contagion of a bad example
aproads, and that the lower orders give us & sangui-
nary caricature of the death-dealing oxploits of thoir
aocial superiors? 'We rofor to these things certainly
not for tho purpose of strengthening old prejudices, or
of fanning the embers of old hatreds; but we would
fain point out to the gonorally well-meaning although
somotimes sorely mistaken men of the South, that the
true loyalty which it is now in their power to display
will be n bright example to their weaker brethren,
and will tend to make their own lives more sacred,
and their property more secure in a State which they
love too well to abandon, and which they would
gladly see reatored to order, peace nud prosperity, It
is easy to indulge in factious complaint; it is not hard
to nurse useless and hopeless resentments; it is # mo-
mentary gratification to sneer at authority, and to
apit upon the atatutes; but he who docs so in the
States lately in rebellion is destroying his own peace,
picking his own pocket, and filling the bosous of his
own family with constant fears and poisonous sppre-
hensions, 1f South Carolina desires to enforce her
own laws, she nust begit by inculeating a redpect for
thoss of the United States.

gon the errant State restored to its true and constitu-
tional orbit, prosperous, progressive and peaceful. If
we must wait for this consummation, we will do so
hopefully and patiently, fur the descendants of the
Huguenols must come right ot last, and the better
mind of the Stnte in time aseert itself.

AN INTERNATIONAL CODE.

At the recent annual meeting of the British Aseo-
ciation for the Encouragement of Bocial Science, Mr.
David Dudley Field of this city read a vory able and
interesting paper setting forth the advantages which
might be derived from the preparation of a codo of
international law, under the authority of the leading:
jurists of all civilized nations, and with a view lo its
ultimate adoption by all nations as the basis of their
official action. We rogrot that onr space will not
admit of the full republication of Mr. Field's argu-
ment, but we will endeavor to give its substanoe.

After pointing out that there can be no common
superior to all pations by which a positive luw can be
prescribed to them, yet that certain doctrines and
rules of conduct are so geuorally recognized as just
s to be commonly spoken of ns lews binding npon all
uations. Mr. Field mentioned a-number of the mast
important subjects which are regulated by this com-
mon understanding of the world, such as the right of
mutunl intercourse, the right of expatriation, the
privileges [of embassadors and consuls, aud the in-
numerable questions arising ont of the relations of
Lelligerents and neutrals in time of war. He reviewed,
also, the pumerous watters which are or may be regu-
Inted by treaties, such as the extradition of criminals,
postal arrangements, copyright, patents, weights,
measures, money, rights of fishery, interual naviga-
tion, and the like, He showed that svars could e fn
n great degree provented, and in & still greater de-
grue mitigated, by n distinet uhderstauding upon
many questions beforehand, Such an ugderstanding,
he thought, could bt Srrived at by the codperation of
the ebisf yublicists of Eunrope and America in reduc.
ing to positive and definite form their common views
of the rules prascribed in such affairs by usage and
sound reason, Such a compilation, even withont angy
official sanotion, would command uviversal respect,
would mold treaties and judicisl decisions, would
overshadow any treatise on the subject yet written,
and in time would Lo accepted by positive treaty
atipnlations.

Tho Association received Mr. Field's suggestions
with much favor, and appointed a committee of eleven
wble lawyers, representing America, Great Britaio,
Franee, Germany, Russia, and Spain, to prepare the

! draf®f such a code, nud to report to the Association
| in September, 1567,

We shall watch the progress of this werk with
much interest, baving a strong faith in its practicabil-
ity and necessity. Notwithstanding the absence of
any common authority over them, the points of con-
troversy between nations bave become cobstantly
fower as civilization has advanced, and even war it-
salf lins censed to break up all the donds of mutual
obligation. Indeed, almost every war is magked by
some new advanee in moral idess as to the mode of

its conduct. It s difienlt to ever-estimate
the advantages that might flow frow & general agree.

oode for this purpose. If those les had been pre-
viously agreed upon by all Europe and America, a
pltitude of misunderstandings which greatly aggra-
vated the suflerings of the combutants, without doing
either party any real benefir, might have been
avoided daring our recent civil war, So the conflict
of opinions npon the Alabama and Alexandra cases
would doubtless have been anticipated, and the whole
controversy disposed of in the preparation of a coda
of international law; nor can there bo much doubt
that Great Dritain, of all nations, would have been
most anxions, at any time befors 1801, to have made
the law clear against such craisers as were afterward
fitted ont in its ports,

Judicial decisions, which are at. present the only
bawis of international law other than treaties (whirh
are very lifnited in their scope), are peculinely unsatis-
factory for tbat purpose. No decigions in the courts
of one nation are held absolutely binding in couris of
another nation, while mixed commissions are rarely
of sufioient caliber to be influential. America has ne
volce inthe selection of English judges, and may
woll hesitate to be bound by their decisions; but
America snd England could very well have an equal
share it framing a code fur the guidance of both snd
both countriea would cbearfully submit to the avthor-
ity ot rules thus framed.
