Sine* the war ended there have been tun. and ouly

two American passenger «.teninern ¡»lying regularly
between New-York and any European port. Tksss
two were the Arago and F llton, whu-h this morning
are advertised for aale on UM __M. A* these vessels
are put up at auction for the avowed reason

that the line doee not pay, we prenuine tbey
are not likely to be again *iarted for Havre. With
their sale, the American flag, so far as it covered

any par-aenger traffic between Kurope and America,
will have disappeared from the ocean. A nation which
da.ni* to be almost the lirst in its mer. -anti le marine
seems about to withdraw from all s-ipstitist. for the

Of the »even line* of rteamihips now running be¬

tween New-York and various Europtan porte, the Cu-
nard ha» long bad the preference among American
passengers. Year» ago it attained tucb a preemi¬
nence that it believed itself able to defy competition.
The successful establishment of other linee bas
not destroyed its prestige here any more

than in England, whore the Cunard fleet
divides with the royal nsvy that reverent sdmiration
which your true John bnll delights to cultivate for
British oak and iron. Yet, we think it might be easy
to show that tbs Canard line, unless thoroughly
reformed, would not long remain a formidable
rival of s well organised American line. It is
not even necessary to take it for granted that
Americans would, as s mattet of patriotic pride,
prefer to sail in an American ship. Other things
being equal, they might, but other things being
unequal they probably would not. A tea voyage, at
the best, is so irksome to most people that they will
naturally chooa« the least uncomfortable ship, and,
while they may prefer to se« tbe stars and stripes
hoisted st the minen wLen a sail is in sight, they will
hardly rate that enjoyment so high as the daily

Nothing cain

be botter calculated to break down the fanatical oon-

s.'rvatintn of the Mohammedan world, with its more

thau 100,000,000 inhabitent», than the successful work¬
ing of modern institutions in one of their own «-«.unt nés.

The land of tho Pharaohs and Ptolemies was well

qualified to become the pioneor of constitutional re¬

form among the adherents of Islam. Though a de-
pendeucy of Turkey, it is comparatively the most

progressive and moat prosperous of the Eastern conn-

trio-. The glories of the past have never loet alto¬

gether their inspiriting iufl nonce, and tho residence in
the country of iiuumroa.s scholars and merchants
from tho more civilised portiens of the world has not

failed to difTu.se an interest in political and social im¬

provements. Alexandria has grown with a rapidity
not excesxlod by any city in Europe, and is now one

of the first commercial cities of the Old World, with
a population of 400,000; while the progro-s of the
Canal of _i\fti has opened tba eyes of the Government
and the people to the highly advantageous position of
their country.
The founder of the ruling dynasty, Mehomet Ali,

an Albanian advnaturer, who wai elevated to the post
of Pa»ha of Egypt in I HOT«, was known as an enlight-
«ii. «1 and energetic reformer. Ile thorougly reorgan-
i4 ii the army und navy and the entire system of ad¬
ministration, and would have achieved a complete
independence of Turkey but tor the interference of

the European Powers who were sniious to avert the
overthrow of the Ottoman Empire. De died in 1849.
The fourth son of Mehemet, Said Pin-hu. who reigned
from 1-C.4 to 1.463, carried out the enlightened plans
of his father, with some modification.« of certain ob

jctional features by which they were defaced, and

under his auspices Egypt steadily advanced toward a

higher position among the nations. The present
ruler, Ismail Pasha, a grandson of Me¬
hemet, and a son of Ibrahim Pasha,
the celebrated aoldier, ia likewise a friend of

reform, and baa now crowned the work of his

prodoce-aiors by granting a Constitution. The fact of
a Constitution having beeu allowed to Egypt, is, in

itself, a matter of great curiosity; but what is still
more remarkable is its liberal basis. The Viceroy,
without any outside pre*-ure, grants, indirectly, uni¬

versal suffrnge, and places the native Christian« (the
t'o'.t«) on an equal f«.«.t:ng willi the Mussulman«-a
libcralitv which may well «hame most of the Euro¬

pean tiovernments.
The present population of Egypt is estimated at

r.,000,000, of whom about ir>0.000 are CopU, and
l.r-,000 domiciled Europeans. Its commerce is rapidly
growing-the exports to Great Britain alone amount¬

ing in 1M4V4 to J. i9,0m,()(ri). Tne weakness of all the

neighboring countries gives to the ruler of Egypt an

opportunity for building up a large empire, which en¬

ergetic men like Mehemet Ali and Said Pasha will, in

the ««.'i s.« of time, not fail to turn to advantage

RICH tar» II DARA, JB., begin« to-day at iho law «choo!
