forcodl on the piles seversl feet ont of the water, where
she remained suspended by her guards,  As the boat went
crashing through the dock, the entire strncture which
supports the brilge—to which are attached two lmmensa
welghts—cawe down with a erash, covering the entire
mivin deck forward af the pilot-house.

Had the acoldent happened an hour later, the loss of
Iife would probably have been very great, as the pasien
wors always erowd toward the forward part of the boal as
it enters the slip.

It has not been ns yet ascertained who s to blame for
the aceldent, Thowmns Cornelly, who was the engineor on
ditty, b5 salid to have Been nsleep, and disd oot awake uuth
the wechdent oceurred,  Tle states that there was but one
bell rung, which slgualed to “go  slow,” which he
nwnswered, ;
