The Kerry spart is all over. The actorsin it have
doue with the Government, but the Government has
not done with theat, The guest for thew is contin-
ued unremittingly, not only by way of operations
among the mountaing, but also by way of stealthy
observation and inguiry,by all the arts of detectiveism
awong the people. Patiently, slowly, but surely, the

{acts in their entirety are being ferreted

out by the police; every house in the whole

ehstrist  and  every one of the regular in-
habitants being well known to them, their
ohject now is to ascertain if any of the latter are
missing, nnd the whereabouts of every one of them
on the night of the * rising.” In'this way they are
likely, soon or late, to bore their way home to every
man who at any time forwed one of the imsurgent
party. Up to this time, the “scouring” of the
monntains is continned, mainly in the hope of
lighting on the now fumons J. J. O'Connor, the

leader of the movement, Ou Tuesday last, o
Jarge party of military and police set out
on this mission from the neighborhood of

Cahirciveen, under the guidance of one Macready,
chief boatman of the Ballinskelligs coast-guard sta-
tion, whose knowledge of the locality is understood
to be most complete, In addition to the sapply of
haundeuffs carried on such occasions for the prisoners
i posse, the present party took with them a long
eoil of rope, for the better securing of the General
and his followers, if they should fall in with them.
It does not appear that they cauried o gallows, unless
it were one a la Hepenstall, the tall yeoman who in
the yvear '8 used 1o hang the rebels by pulling the
rope over his shoulder, and who from that circun-
etance acqnired the soubriguet of *the walking
gallows.” Their search, however, like all the previ-
ous ones, proved vain and profitless. The scouring
party brought home with them from the mountaius
nothing except a good appetite. Great sympathy
is felt for O'Counor, not only in Kerry but
throughout the entive country: this is partly due
to the daring spirit he displayed, but in a
still greater degree to the humauity and chivalry
which warked lis conduct during his temporary
command. Not a single wanton or vindictive act
ean be laid to his charge: ontrage and plunder he
snd Lis men conld have committed on the persons
and properties of people who are ™ leagued with the
enemy,” but they scorned to be guilty of anything of
the sort; and when as an act of war and military
nocersity  the lice courier was shot down,
O'Connor was the first to attend to his wound
and speak words of comfort to him. It is said that
he even washed the wound ; but there is no do
that he examined it, and told the sufferer to be of

irial patriot and an Awerican  soldier, this con-
