1o the absence of an Aesdemy, like the French,
whose decisions are reecived as anthority in the nse
of language, the preservation of the purity and cor-
recinces of our mother tongue depends, in & great de-
gree, on the consent and example of the educated,
1The English language presents so many anomnlics of
conrtruction, snch frequent exeeptions to apparent
analogies, that vlain people may easily despair of at-
taining verhal propriety in tlus world, and b lieve,
Yike the good woman we have heard of, that they
will never be able to speak grammatically until they
gv te Heaven. In this conntry, expecially, there 188
tendeney to loose habite of speech, on account of
o freedom from theestablished routine of European
pocicty. The congequence of this s & certain
eccentricity of expression as well as of manner. We
Bave no precedents to follow on numerous points of
etiquette, we give larger indulgenea to the sentiment
of individuality, we think more of our own whims
and caprices than of any rules of rocial intercotrse;
and henee are apt to eprak the words that #irst come
to our lips rather than to follow the nsages that are
ganciioned by custom and anthority, Corraptions
thus spring up i the langoage of common life; they
soon creep into newspapers and the lighter literature
of thoday; aud are gradually adopted even by writers

who aim at the employment of » pure English

style. 1t is the duty of every edncated man toret Lis
face apiinst the innovations which disfigure the lan-
guage; to exercise the fanctions of & committee of

" wigilauee, where no verbal tribunal forms a court of

final appeal; and thus to aid in the ereation of a body

of common law which shall have the foree of a

statute,

The author of the present volume, we accerdingly
thiuk, has done a useful serviee in pomting out
several of the errors which have foumd their way
into popular discourse.  His suggestions, it s true,
ean, for the most part, elaim little novelty; in many
pases, their correctness maos be called in gqoestion; be
In by o means infallille, as a guide to purity of

* fiction: but Lis rewarks osoally show excellent
sense, and a cortain nice instinet of the proprieties
of langnage which Is even more important than the
stady of graminatical ruler. A good ear and a lively
apprehiension often stand a speaker or writer in good
stead, when the memory of principles is at fanlt.

Among the errors in the phraseology of the day,
Mr. Gould first tweats of the use of spurions words.
One of these illegitimate intruders into decont so-
pinl circles, is the word jeopardize, instead of jeopard,

which be pitilessly turns out of doers.  He supposes
that it was foisted in by some ambitions wight, who
faueicd that the true snd good old English word was
pot fine enongh for ears polite, Homight s well
have made the same improvement, says Mr. Gould,
on hacard. Hazardize 18 no worse than jeopardizr, nor
Is perilize, nor even endangerize, except from its un-
wieldy length. He shows gs little mercy to another
Interloper, that is frequently seen nowadays in good
company, that is, lewiency, nsed instead of lowify.
Nothing can justify the use of that barbarons word;
Jt sprang up aniong the ignorant; it has no precedent
In onr langnage; it is wholly snperfinous; and if &iflc
tioned by the example of recent writers of good an-
thority, it is notie the less a ** philological abortion.”
Dancte is another abomination, but a8 the use of that
word is alwost entirely confined to illiterate news-
paper reporters and members of Congress, 16 calls for
wo further remiark.

A very good section of the volume is devoted to
the subject of ** misused words,” although the author
now and then offers s criticismn which we thiuk will
not bear expmination. * But that,” for instance, m-
stesd of ** but,” he remarks is a favarite combination
with some writers, snd good writers do not always
eseape frow it, The phrase is bad enough in itself,
but it leads to the worse vulgarism of but what ; as in
the genial veply of Mr. Jobling of Bleak Honse,
“Thank you, Guppy, 1 don't know but what 1 will
take & marrow pudding” Or as a famous New-York
poet replied to o friend who asked whether he was to
bring out the latest production of his Muse the
present season, 1 don’t knowdbut what 1 shall”
Another vile expression which may be fonnd every
day in the newspapers is like this, ** General Grant
and his family have arrived in town, and are stopping
at the Fifth Avenue Hotel,” On reading such so
sunouncement, one is tempted to ingquire, ' When
will Gen. Graut stop stoppink.” In trath, slopping is
not a continuous process, like going, living, staying,
but o gingle act that terminates the prior action. On
my way to Washingtou, I may stop at Pliladelphia,
but if I am detained a day or two, I stay at the Conti-
nental Hotel. 8o a man in walking down Broadway
from his bouse to his office may stop at Barnnm's
Museam, but it is for o short time, and incidental to
bis main olject ; but the traveler who puts up at the
Metropolitun Hotel, does something more than sfop,
and that word by no means indicates that he is for the
time being a resident of the house. Mr. Gould gives o
capital illusteation of the use of the term, “The man
who did not invite Lis (so-called) friend to visit him,
enderstood the meaning of words when he said, * If
you come, ab any #ime, within ten miles of my
house, just stop.” The anthor quite properly
attacks the phrase *“In our midst,” which
first came mto use M prayer meelings, sermons,
and the religious press, and although sanctioned by
the example of many eminent doctors of divinity,
and splendid pulpit orators, and even by the poot
Montgomery, in one of his most beactiful hymus, is
enly a fugitive contraband from the German, foreign
to the genins of our language, and unworthy of the
slightest hospitality. Mr. Gould inveighs in good set
terms against the dainty innovation which has eome
to us from Loundon, of restricting the word ride to
gonveyance on horselack, which he justly calls “a
miserable affectation of necuracy,” A lady says she
Is * going to drive in the Park,” when ghe s not going
o do auy sueh thing. Her coachman is to drive, and
“she is to ride, which is altogether another affair. The
suthor pertinently asks, * What is traveling in a
railrond car ” (which last expression, by the by, is
purely American, and never heard in England) !
* In that driving? Although a good friend of ours
wsed to ask, * Shall you drirve howe by the omnibus,”
s feat which we never had the slightest idea of

ing. Mr. Gould might also have taken up »
pimilar fashionable colloguialism which we have
adopted from London, the useof the word ill instead of
wick, except in one application,—a nauby-pamby style
which has no countenance from the best 'nd earliest
writers of the language. The moedern English use of
directly instead of av moon as comes in for a share of
his judicious censure. * Directly ho arrived, Lo called
for ule.” * I gave him the letter directly I saw him.”

We hope with him that neither this, nor the similar

Mr. Gonld attacks the nse of underbanded for under-
hand, with considerable vehemernce, hut we think
fails to make out & complete case; ot leagt, admit-
ting that wnderhand is the better :’*;I the two, we
de wot admwit the foree of his ren 4 in its favor
He alleges that we have no verh, to underhand, and 1o
noun, aa wndechand, from which ench a coraponnd
conld be made, and therefore the addition of ed ren-
ders the word & mere volgarism, a8 much g0 a8 the
gane addition wonld make of beforehend and behind-
kand, DBut Mo appears to forget that we have fore
handed, sustained by the best fnthority, and several
other similar componnds, which if not frequent in
clegant composition, certainly pass withont chal-
lenge in the conversation of the DLest speakers
Would he exelude highhanded, backhanded, strong-
handed, and the like, becanse there is no verb, nor
nom, which corresponds to them ¥ The truth is, we
believe, they are of independent formation, and no
more liable to objection than such werds as high-
minded, low-thoughled, sl the like, which form an im-
portant element in the materials of onr Janguage.

We have space to mention but one more point on
which we differ from Mr. Gonld, namely, his rigid
construction of the signification of the words either
and neither. He contends that their trne useis re-
stricted inall eases to tieo ohjeets, and no more, mean-
ing one or the other, or nogatively, not one or the other;
and Lence it is warvelous bow so palpable an ervor
as the wider application of the terms could have
goined enrrency.  ITe admits, however, that this
“misuse,” a8 he cals it, has the sauction of all
writevs and all lexicographers, the authorities being
nearly unanimons in its faver, In this instance,
therefore, he sets up his own favorito theory inhos-
tility to the prevalent usage of onr best writers, and
the decision of onr most learned and aceurate philolo-
gists, Without more forcible arguments than he pre-
sents for leaving the whole corrent of verbal tradi-
tion, he will probably reman in Lis present minority,

It isalittle amnsing to find somany writers devoted
to the eriticism of words, whose own diction exhibits
errors uo less conspicuous than those which they
assail.  Mr. Gould ix not free from this inconsistency.
Thas he speaks of ** wmproving an opportunity,” a use
of the word which has been zealously challinged,
and not admitted by strict purists: in thal connection,
4 plirase not 1o be found in wny clussical English
author of early date, and first started in Boston, less
than fifty years ago, probably Ly Mr. Edward
Everett, with aghom it it yas a fuvorji --ivul finally,
and worst of all, he hias the aborsinnl f’lﬂrm e 2
in the sense of sanciidn, a corrnption which has ll‘]ll
into literature from Wall-street, and which is nlmost
as vile as to be posted, menming fo be inforaed, which
ecomes from the same unseemly source, thongh its use
is confined chietly to stage-drivers and bar-room
rﬂl‘:'yunna. : gyt

There
was o bottomless ocean of accounts, without a system,
withont connection, amd without resutt, It was lmpos
sibie for Parlinment to ascortaln the exact relation b
twoen the Income and the expenditure of the year. The
demand of inreasonable padicals for @ balance-sheel wns
regarded as p revolutionary ontrage. No wan, whatever
industry be might possers, coulll come to s fulr comlu
son upon the financlal situation of the countsy, There
was not only s differcnce of sowe millions belween the
budget and the annual seconuts in regard to the redue
tlon af debt, but even the deficieney of the consolidated
fund was represented by three different public ac-
counts, all signed by the some person, all reliding to
the swme peood, and all presenting o differcnt resnlt
The writer sums up hls researches with the statemcnt
that Great Dritain, then s pation of twenty miilon in
habitants, was burdenod with an anuual ¢harge of more
than 30,000,000 pounds sterling of debt, to which wasadded
1han  £20,000000 of ordinary espenditure, Her
admivistrative syslom was in the highest degree enm-
bous, expeusive, and foefficient.  Her revenun was
drawn indiserhwinately from every aviailable souree,
without regard 10 the disastrons results upon national fo-
dustry and national character, and lu vivlstion of every
prineiple of political economy. Her expenditure was
extravagunt, and without any sufflclent elieck Iu public
opinjon. Her currency was thoroughly deranged, the
standard of value wins constantly fluctuating, and the
return to i specie hasis waa reststed by powerful Iuterests.
Bome of the most enlightencd Englislimen wepe in alarm
lest thelr pountry should sucenmb undor this seenwnla-
tion of difficalties. Btill a few years of peaceful develop-
ment enabled it to support the burden of the debt, and
create n new system of revenne lghly favorable to the
tndustry and character of the people—“The New
Jorsey Monopolies” form the subject of o historicsl
paper, founded on extensive rescarch, and present-
g & remorkable exhibition of the fraads, intrigues,
and political hucksterings by which o powerful moneyed
combination have chented the stockholders of the
Jersey rallroads, the State ftself, and the peblle at
kirge, A wore seandalous secret hstory bos seldom been
brought to Mght, and the writer Nas large clals on the
publie gratitude for the Intelligence, cournge, and ex-
plicitness of s dlsclosures—~The general * Railroad
Systom” of the United States is treated in an elaborate
artlele, showing the rapscity of the corporations, the
glaring defects of the minsgemnent, uod the need of re-
adjusting the relntions between ther and the publie. The
revolutionary teudensles of fthe application of steam to
Industrind pursaits are foreibly illustrated by the writer.
He prediots enormous moenopolics, with correspomling
social miseries, as the consequence. Steam promises 1o
make a solitude of the wharves of Boston, and it filis New
Hampshire with deserted farms. Tt earrics to New-York
e wealth of the whole world, and makes of ier nu over-
Erown monster, it buinls up Ban Francisco like the
palace of Alladdiu, Tn such gigantic centers we must
100k for the enormons incrense of wealth, and o depth of
viee, poverty, and wretchednesa in proportion. The
fortunes of the Asters and the Btewarts are but precarsors.
The shurpest pangsof soclal misery are yet to come.
